1. The Governing Body of the City of Hutchinson, Kansas met in regular session at 
9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, May 3, 2016 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Daveline presiding. 
Councilmembers Dechant, Inskeep, Soldner and Piros de Carvalho were present. 

2. The Pledge of Allegiance to the flag was recited. 

3. The prayer was given by Pastor John Carney of First Church of God. Pastor 
Carney said Thursday, May 5, 2016 is the National Day of Prayer; and he invited everyone to 
attend the local prayer breakfast event at 7:00 a.m. at the Cosmosphere. 

4. Awards 

a. Presentation of the Mini MPA plaque. This item was pulled from the 
agenda; and moved to the May 17, 2016 meeting. 

b. Fire Department commendations. This item was pulled from the agenda; 
and moved to the May 17, 2016 meeting. 

5. Proclamations 

a. A Proclamation for Bike Month and Bike to Work Day was accepted by 
Justin Combs, Director of Parks and Facilities and a member of the Vitality Team. Mr. 
Combs thanked the council for their support of cycling; and talked about several events 
being sponsored by the Hutchinson Recreation Commission, the Vitality Team and 
Harley's Bicycles. 

b. A Proclamation for Women's Lung Health Week was read by the Mayor. 
There was no one in attendance to accept the Proclamation. 

6. Petitions, Remonstrances and Communications 

a. Consumer Confidence Report on City water system. Don Koci, 
Superintendent of Water Treatment Systems, spoke. An overview of the 
report was given. Mr. Koci said the City had no violations in 2015; and none 
to date in 2016. Discussion ensued.

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b. Oral communications from the audience. (Please limit your remarks to five 
(5) minutes and to items NOT on the agenda.) 

Maxine Julien, 37 Rambler Road, said she is a landlord in the City; and on 
Friday, April 22, 2016 she received a nuisance violation in the mail 
regarding a brush pile located on a property which is on the City's no-inspect 
list. She said this brush pile was created to keep neighbors from driving 
across the yard as the alley in not drivable. Ms. Julien said the pile has 
been removed. Ms. Julien said she believes the City is going to pick on 
landlords that signed a petitioh opposing the Rental Inspection Program. 
Councilmember Piros de Carvalho said she appreciates her opinion; and 
asked where the alley is located. Ms. Julien said it is behind 1631 East 4th; 
and the alley has a lot of deep holes which are made worse by the rain. 

Rod Zook, 120 West 18th, said Match Day, sponsored by the Hutchinson 
Community Foundation, is being held at Eagle Media today. Mr. Zook said 
their goal is to raise $300,000.00; and this is a great opportunity to give 
back. 

7. Consent Agenda

Motion by Councilmember Dechant, second by Councilmember Inskeep to approve the 
Consent Agenda and authorize the Mayor to sign. The motion passed unanimously. 

8. Ordinances and Resolutions 

a. Consider Resolution setting time for public hearing on the condemnation of 
unsafe and dangerous structures. Trent Maxwell, Building Official, spoke. Discussion 
ensued. Councilmember Piros de Carvalho asked if all of the properties are unoccupied; 
and Mr. Maxwell said they were. He said he has talked with 10 of the property owners; 
and that notices have been sent out to everyone. Councilmember Soldner asked if real· 
estate taxes were current on the properties. Mr. Maxwell said some have been delinquent 
for years; and others are current. Additional discussion ensued regarding costs of 
demolition. 
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Motion by Councilmember Dechant, second by Councilmember Soldner, to approve 
Resolution 2016 R 15 fixing the time and place and providing for notice of a hearing before the 
Governing Body of the .City of Hutchinson, Kansas, at which time the owners, their agents, 
lienholders of record and occupants of the structures located in said City hereinafter described 
may appear and show just cause why such structures should not be condemned and ordered 
repaired or demolished as dangerous or unsafe structures; and authorize the Mayor to sign. The 
motion passed unanimously. 

b. Consider Resolution approving establishment of a Rural Housing Incentive 
District for Phase 2 of Ashton Estates. Amy Denker, Housing Program Coordinator, 
spoke. Discussion ensued. 

Motion by Councilmember Inskeep, second by Councilmember Piros de Carvalho to 
approve the recommendation of the Housing Commission to pass Resolution 2016 R 16 making 
certain findings and determinations as to the need for housing within the City of Hutchinson, 
Kansas and setting forth the legal description of real property proposed to be designated as a 
Rural Housing Incentive District within the City; and authorize the Mayor to sign. The motion 
passed unanimously. 

9. New Business 

a. Consider Letter of Commitment approving financial incentives for National 
Credit Adjusters. John Deardoff, City Manager, spoke. Mr. Deardoff said NCA currently 
employs approximately 130 individuals; and they are increasing this by adding 100 new 
employees. Mayor Daveline asked about the history of the company. 

Kim Wilson, Director of Human Resources, said the company has grown from 30 
employees in 2002 to approximately 150 today. She said they have expanded, with 
offices in Ottawa, and two locations in Arizona. Ms. Wilson said they buy debt; and then 
collect on that debt. Additional discussion ensued regarding salaries, etc. 

Jason Ball with the Chamber of Commerce said this is an opportunity he likes. He 
said you already have a successful local company that is nearly doubling in size in the 
community. The new jobs will lead to more people eating out, taking advantage of various 
entertainment venues in the City, etc. 

Motion by Councilmember Dechant, second by Councilmember Inskeep, to approve the 
Letter of Commitment approving financial incentives to NCA for reported job growth with the 
Hutchinson, Kansas facility; and authorize the Mayor to sign. The motion passed unanimously. 

b. Consider Contract with Shockey Consulting for Comprehensive Plan. 
Casey Jones, Senior Planner, spoke. Mr. Jones said the last comprehensive plan was 
adopted 11 years ago; and they haven't been able to update the plan because they have 
had so many other projects. He said staff will be doing the bulk of the writing of this 
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comprehensive plan. He said an RFP was sent out in March for the public engagement 
component; and only two proposals were received. Mr. Jones said they are also asking 
that two councilmembers be on the steering committee. Councilmember Piros de 
Carvalho said she is impressed with the public engagement design template; and said 
the public engagement piece is the most critical. She said she also likes the combination 
of using two consultants. Discussion ensued. 

Councilmember Dechant asked about possible further public engagement 
meetings. Mr. Jones said the amount budgeted may not have been adequate for the 
number of meeting they want to hold; and that may have been reflected in the lack of 
proposals received. He said Shockey Consulting will hold two public meetings and five 
stakeholder interviews. Mr. Jones said they wanted more interaction with the public; and 
this is where Fisher Coaching would come in. 

Ron Fisher of Fisher Coaching, spoke. He said the City is asking him to be a public 
face for the community. He said he will attend the Shockey meeting, get a sense of what 
they have found works; and then begin making calls to schools, Third Thursday events, 
Young Professionals, Rotary, etc. Mr. Fisher said he will be the face to face conduit; and 
looks forward to the adventure. Additional discussion ensued. 

Councilmember Soldner said she was involved in the last comprehensive plan; 
and is looking forward to getting started on the new one. Mayor Daveline said that brings 
him to the appointment of two councilmembers to serve on the Steering Committee. 
Councilmember Soldner said she wants to be on the committee; and Councilmember 
Piros de Carvalho said he also has an interest in being on the committee. 

Motion by Councilmember Piros de Carvalho, second by Councilmember Inskeep, to 
approve the recommendation of staff to award a contract for consulting services in an amount 
not to exceed $25,000.00 to Shockey Consulting, LLC to conduct public engagement and 
graphic artist services in support of the 2017-2037 City of Hutchinson Comprehensive Plan; and 
to appoint Councilmembers Soldner and Piros de Carvalho to the Steering Committee for Plan 
preparation; and authorize the Mayor to sign the contract. The motion passed unanimously. 

c. Consider award of consultant contract to Fisher Coaching for local public 
engagement services. 

Motion by Councilmember Inskeep, second by Councilmember Soldner, to approve the 
recommendation of staff to award a contract for consulting services in an amount not to exceed 
$7,500.00 to Ron Fisher d/b/a Fisher Coaching to conduct local public engagement services in 
support of the 2017-2037 City of Hutchinson Comprehensive Plan; and authorize the Mayor to 
sign the agreement. The motion passed unanimously. 
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11. Report of City Officials 

a. Council 

• Councilmember Solder said she went to the Match Day event shortly 
after 8:00 a.m.; and they had already raised $28,000.00. 

• Councilmember Dechant had no comments. 

• Councilmember Inskeep said he thought every day was Bike to Work 
Day. He encouraged people to come look at the exterior renovations to 
City Hall. 

• Councilmember Piros de Carvalho also encouraged everyone to attend

SUBJECT: Special Alcohol Fund Awards for 2017 

BACKGROUND 

State statute requires the City to expend one-third of liquor drink tax funds for the purchase, establishment, maintenance 
or expansion of services or programs whose principal purpose is alcoholism and drug abuse prevention and education, 
detoxification, intervention, or treatment of persons who are alcoholics or drug abusers or are in danger of becoming 
alcoholics or drug abusers. 

The agencies awarded Special Alcohol funds build their programs and services using effective approaches that are 
supported by data and research to assure successful outcomes. Also, each of these agencies are engaged in collaborative 
relationships with one another, thus providing an effective "wrap-around" approach to service delivery in our community. 
Below is a description of each agency's program and funding request for 2017: 

• Big Brothers and Big Sisters is primarily a prevention program with the goal of helping at-risk children between 
age 5 and 17 avoid drugs, alcohol, delinquency, and education failure by matching children into one-on-one 
mentoring relationships with carefully screened and caring volunteers. BBBS requests funds in the amount of 
$10,000 for 2017 for operational and programming costs, and to train staff, volunteers and children. BBBS 
receives the majority of its funds from private donations, but also receives funds through fundraising events and 
grants. 

• Boys and Girls Club of Hutchinson provides a compelling alternative to youth crime, gang membership, drugs, 
alcohol and other negative influences through its daily programs for over 400 children at their local facilities, 
including character and leadership development, education, technology and career development, health and life 
skills, arts and sports, and fitness and recreation. Members attend local clubs where children are provided the 
SMART Moves programs which are designed to prevent drug and alcohol use through targeted education, 
prevention, mentoring and boosting self-esteem. This is a nationally acclaimed comprehensive prevention program 
that includes several components and encourages collaborations among club staff, youth, parents, and 
representatives from other community organizations. Boys and Girls Club requests $22,500 for 2017 to continue 
the SMART Moves program at all locations and to provide for a program director. 

• Communities That Care targets families and children age 3-18. Programs include tutoring, life skills and 
strengthening families programs to address risk factors that can lead to substance abuse as well as other problem 
behaviors. CTC uses a systems approach to address known risk factors that can lead to alcohol and drug use in 
youth by employing comprehensive, community strategies that are tested and proved effective. CTC requests 
funds in the amount of $25,000 for 2017 to support youth substance abuse prevention programs: Above the 
Influence, Life of an Athlete, Environmental Strategies, CTC Leadership Group, Botvin Life Skills, Those Who Host 
Lose the Most, and the School-Based mentoring program. 
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• Reno County Drug Court (Reno County Community Corrections) provides intensive supervision to substance 
abusing/addicted offenders who otherwise face prison. A Drug Court Team comprised of law enforcement, court 
services, corrections, mental health, substance abuse treatment, and other professionals from community-based 
agencies work together in determining and 'monitoring treatment options for clients. Because the Drug Court is 
part of the criminal justice system, clients are entitled to legal representation. The Reno County Drug Court 
requests $17,600 in 2017 to cover costs for a defense attorney, program incentives and promotion, volunteer 
training, and the United 2 Ignite campaign. 

• SUBSTANCE ABUSE CENTER OF KANSAS is a Wichita based non-profit service provider in 8 counties including Reno 
County and in Hutchinson at New Beginnings and at Hutchinson Correctional Facility. SACK specializes in the 
prevention, treatment and case management of people affected by substance abuse. SACK provides services for 
the Dept. of Children and Family Services in Hutchinson, and receives referrals from Horizons Mental Health, Reno 
Co. Community Corrections, Bob Johnson Youth Shelter and Prairie Star Health Center. SACK requests $5,600 for 
2017 for staff training and for the purchase of program materials. 

• SRO Program involves a Police Officer who provides various services at the high school, which includes classroom 
teaching on drug/alcohol abuse prevention and interacting daily with students and teachers. In the past, several 
SRO's were assigned to local schools, but the numbers were eventually reduced to one officer in 2012. USD 308 
covers 50% of the payroll costs for one (1) police officer. Special Alcohol funds are also used to cover payroll costs, 
with the remainder paid by the general fund. The Police Chief requests $30,900 for 2017 for continued funding of 
the SRO program. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends award amounts as shown below: 
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FISCAL IMPACT 

Below is a summary of the receipts and expenditures of the Special Alcohol Program Fund with actual figures for 
2015, and budget estimates for 2016 and 2017. At the end of 2015 a carry-over of $13,129 became the 
beginning balance in 2016. Revenue for 2016 is estimated at $97,209. Expenditures for the revised 2016 budget 
are set at $75,000 to outside agencies and a transfer out of $15,000 to cover SRO payroll. Therefore, an ending 
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balance of $20,338 is estimated for 2016, which will be carried over as a beginning balance for 2017. Receipts in 
2017 are estimated at $95,068. The beginning balance of $20,338 plus estimated receipts of $95,068 brings the 
total estimated revenues in 2017 to $115,406. Staff recommends outside agency awards in 2017 set at $75,700, 
and a Transfer Out of $30,900 to the General Fund for the SRO Program in 2017, leaving an estimated $8,806 as 
carry-over to 2018.

THE CITY OF HUTCHINSON, KANSAS, a municipal corporation, hereinafter 
sometimes referred to as "City" 

and 

Mary C. Angers, hereinafter sometimes referred to as "Artist". 

WHEREAS, the City of Hutchinson has established a SculptureWalk on Main Street 
between A venue C and 7th A venue; and 

WHEREAS, Artist wishes to display a sculpture to be included as a part of the 
Sculpture Walk; the parties agree as follows: 

1. Purpose. Artist agrees to exhibit Artist's sculpture titled "Inverted S Curve" in a 
specified public location as determined by the City within the SculptureWalk located upon the 
City's right of way in Hutchinson, Kansas. 

2. Term. The exhibition dates for the above sculpture shall be from June 2016 through 
May 2017. Artist shall remove sculpture at the conclusion of the term of the exhibition. Artist's 
sculpture shall remain at the designated exhibition site throughout the entire term; and Artist agrees 
not to remove said sculpture prior to the expiration of said term. 

3. Base Plate. A base plate for the display of Artist's sculpture shall be constructed 
and provided by City. Artist shall be responsible for delivery and installation of the sculpture to 
the provided base plate. 

4. Installation of Sculpture to Base Plate at Exhibition Base Site. Artist or designated 
representative of Artist will coordinate with the City representative for the installation of the 
sculpture to the base plate at the exhibition site. 

5. Removal of Sculpture. Artist or designated representative of Artist will be 
responsible for the removal and any expenses associated with said removal of said sculpture from 
the base site location upon the expiration of the above term.

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6. Maintenance. Artist shall maintain the sculpture at Artist's sole cost and expense. 
City shall maintain the base plate at the exhibit site location. In the event of damage or destruction 
to the sculpture that may be compensated by the City-provided insurance coverage, a claim will 
be submitted on behalf of the City for repair to said sculpture. To the extent that the City-provided 
insurance coverage provides for repairs to said sculpture, repairs l shall be compensated from 
insurance proceeds. In the event of damage or destruction to the sculpture which is not covered 
by the City-provided insurance coverage, Artist shall make all repairs. In the event the damage 
renders sculpture hazardous to the public, the sculpture must be repaired to a condition not to be 
considered hazardous to the public within twenty-four (24) hours of being notified by City. In 
the event said repairs are not accomplished within twenty-four (24) hours after notice by City, the 
sculpture will be removed from exhibition at the expense of Artist. Failure to comply with this 
section shall be deemed grounds for termination of this Agreement. 

7. Notice of Termination. Artist acknowledges the license to exhibit the aforesaid 
sculpture upon the City's right of way may be revoked at any time by City.

All notices to terminate 
this agreement by the City or notices to reclaim said sculpture by Artist shall be sent by certified 
mail, postage prepaid pursuant to paragraph 12 of this agreement. 

8. Insurance. Artist shall retain ownership of said sculpture; and City shall provide 
property insurance coverage for said sculpture. City shall not be responsible for any amounts of 
damage beyond the coverage provided by the City's insurance. Any damages in excess of the 
City-provided insurance shall be the responsibility of Artist. City will not reimburse Artist for 
additional property insurance coverage.

FOR MEETING OF 
AGENDA ITEM 

Each month the Finance Department provides three monthly reports consisting of 1) Statement 
of Cash Receipts, 2) Statement of Expenditures, 3) Statement of Cash Receipts, Expenditures 
and Cash Balances. These financial reports for April 2016 are submitted for your information 
and review. 

The Statement of Cash Receipts is a Year-to-Date report of all cash received. Through April 
the General Fund collections were $13.4 Million. The key revenue items were Property Taxes 
of $5.6 Million due to the 1st half Property Tax payments in January. The property tax collection 
represented 56.1 % of the full year budget for this item. YTD sales tax receipts, excluding the 
Sport Arena 0.35%, were $4.1 Million, ahead budget by $34K. Franchise fees were $1.8 Million. 
Special Revenue Funds, which includes the Recreation Commission and Sports Arena sales tax 
were $3.3 Million. As of April 2016 the additional 0.35% sales tax collected in 2015 and 2016 is 
$2.0 Million which will be used to service bond debt for the Sports Arena renovation of $29.4 
Million. The Recreation Commission has collected 52.0% of the full year budget due to the 1st 
half Property Tax payments. The Debt Service Fund is for collection of special assessments 
and taxes to support bonded City projects. April YTD collections were $2.7 Million or 45.0% 
of the annual budget. The Enterprise Funds are for services that are intended to be fully self­
supported. The largest of these funds are the Refuse Collection, Water and Sewer which 
account for approximately 90% of the Enterprise Fund collections. The collection within these 
funds was $5.5 Million through April. 

Of special note, the Capital Improvement Project fund has $30.1 Million as of April primarily 
due to the Sports Arena Bond proceeds of $26.9 Million in February. 

The Statement of Expenditures is a report of expenditures by the four fund categories 
mentioned in the preceding paragraph. For April, the General Fund YTD expenditures were 
$9.2 Million compared to collections of $13.4 Million as the 1st half property tax collections 
impact this comparison. The Special Revenue Fund expenditures are listed by fund type for 
review and are impacted by seasonal usage in several of these funds.

REQUEST: 
The applicant has submitted a request to the City to change the zoning designation of the four parcels of 
property listed above from C-2 Neighborhood Commercial District to C-3 Outdoor Commercial District. 
The four parcels have a combined size of 63,445 square feet, or 1.456 acres. 

The parcel at 302 E 30th Ave contains a commercial building that was constructed in 1998 and was 
originally used as an auto parts store. In 2000, the building was remodeled to create several offices inside. 
In 2005, the building was purchased by Westbrook Baptist Church and was converted to a religious 
assembly use. The church has since moved out of the building, and it has been vacant for more than one 
year. The applicant proposes to lease this property to a party that would operate a tire sales and 
installation business in the existing building. In the C-2 District, tire sales is permitted, but motor vehicle 
repair work or installation of vehicle parts is not permitted. If this property were rezoned to C-3, vehicle 
repair and vehicle parts installation would be permitted as a conditional use, and the applicant would 
need to submit a conditional use permit application. 

The parcels at 322 E 30th Ave, 324 E 30th Ave, and 3009 N Elm St are developed w ith single family 
dwellings. The existing dwellings are nonconforming, as single family dwellings require a conditional use 
permit in the C-2 District, and the existing dwellings do not have conditional use permits. The applicant 
has no immediate plans to change the use of these dwellings or redevelop these three parcels. In the 
future, the applicant may choose to develop these properties or sell them for commercial use. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of this request. 

MOTION: Motion to recommend to the City Council (approval / denial) of this request to rezone the 
properties commonly known as 302 E 30th Ave, 322 E 30th Ave, 324 E 30th Ave, and 3009 N Elm St, 
and legally described as Lot 12 and Lot 13, except the North 57 feet of said Lot 13; Block l, Farmington 
Addition, from C-2 Neighborhood Commercial District to C-3 Outdoor Commercial District based upon 
due consideration of the following factors: 
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Factors: 
l. Character of the neighborhood; 
2. Zoning and uses of nearby property; 
3. Suitability of the property for the proposed zoning classification and use; 
4. Impacts on nearby properties; 
5. Length of time the property has remained vacant; 
6. Relative gain to the public health, safety, and welfare, as compared with the hardship to the land 

owner if the application were denied; 
7. Availability of public utilities to serve the development; 
8. Conformance to the Comprehensive Plan; and 
9. Recommendations of the professional staff. 

PUBLIC NOTIFICATION AND COMMENTS: 
A public hearing notice was published in the Hutchinson News on March 21, 2016. Public hearing notices 
were mailed to all 22 owners of the 22 parcels located within 200 feet of the subject properties. No 
comments were received as of the writing of this report. 

DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMITTEE: 
The Development Review Committee met to review this proposal on March 22, 2016. The Committee 
had no comments or concerns about the proposed zone change. 

ANALYSIS: 
The following is Staff's analysis of the factors that the Planning Commission must consider when making 
its recommendation . 

1. Character of the neighborhood. 
Met. The immediate neighborhood is characterized by various commercial uses, including a funeral 
home, a vacant commercial building (former church and auto parts store), professional offices, a 
restaurant with drive-through service, a shoe store, a fitness club, and two salons. There are also 
many single family dwellings in the neighborhood. The subject property contains three dwellings and 
is adjacent to three residential properties. 30th Avenue is an arterial street, and the north side of the 
street is completely commercial in this area, except for the houses at 322 and 324 E 30th, which are 
owned by the applicant, Glenn Smith. Elm Street is a local street that provides access to single family 
dwellings on the West and businesses on the East.

3. Suitability of the property for its current zoning designation and use as compared to the proposed 
zoning designation and use. 
Met. The property's current zoning classification, C-2, does not permit automotive services, such as 
tire and wheel sales and installation. There are some uses permitted in the C-2 District which would 
be suitable for the property at 302 E 30th Ave, but the property is currently unoccupied and rezoning 
to C-3 would facilitate its reuse. The applicant's three single family dwellings on small lots would not 
lend themselves to commercial development, whether zoned C-2 or C-3, unless they were combined 
into one larger parcel and completely redeveloped. There is potential for combining all four parcels 
so that the building at 302 E 30th could be someday expanded. While the C-2 district is an acceptable 
designation for the property, rezoning to C-3 would make the properties available for more uses and 
would establish a reasonable transition going East along 30th Avenue from C-2 to C-3 to C-4. Including 
four properties in the rezoning request would create a small C-3 District and avoid a so-called spot 
zone. 

4. Extent of detrimental effects to nearby properties if the application were approved. 
Met. Depending upon the ultimate use of the property, rezoning it to C-3 could have some 
detrimental impacts on the abutting properties. Some commercial uses in the C-3 District can 
generate more traffic and noise than uses in the surrounding C-2 and R-3 Districts. The proposed tire 
installation business, for example, cou ld involve the use of noisy air compressors, tools, and lifts, 
which could impact nearby residents and businesses. This particular use and some others can be 
reviewed on a case-by-case basis, and mitigation measures, such as landscape buffering, limiting 
outdoor activities, and restrictions on hours of operation, can be put in place through the conditional 
or special use permit approval process. In some cases, mitigation measures can be required through 
the site plan approval process. 

5. Length of time the property has remained vacant. 
Partially met. The property at 302 E. 30th Ave. has been vacant for almost two years. The existing 
zoning designation may be a factor in why the property is not occupied. The three single family 
dwellings are currently occupied, so the zoning designation is not a hindrance to the occupancy of 
those properties. 

6. Relative gain to the public health, safety, and welfare compared to the hardship imposed upon the 
landowner if the application were denied. 

Health, safety, and welfare: Met. Some ofthe permitted uses in the C-3 District could bring additional 
traffic, noise, and lighting to the area. Those uses with the greatest impact, such as a gas station or 
auto repair shop, require a conditional use permit, and their suitability for this location can be 
reviewed on a case-by-case basis. Some impacts can be addressed through site plan review and 
current city ordinances. 

Landowner hardship: Partially met. If the application were denied, the proposed tire sales and 
installation center would not be a possible use for this location, and the owner would have to find a 
different use for the property. Under the property's current zoning designation, C-2, the building at 
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302 E 30th could be used for a number of other purposes, such as an office, a retail shop, a restaurant, 
a reception and event center, or a place of religious assembly. There is a valid concern, however, that 
the owner may not find be able to find an occupant for this building as it has been vacant for almost 
two years. In the case of this building, the owner would face a hardship ifthe application were denied. 

In contrast, since the owner has no plans to redevelop the single family dwellings, the applicant would 
not face a hardship with regard to those three properties. 

7. Conformance of this request to the Comprehensive Plan. 
Not met. The Comprehensive Plan 2005-2010 calls for office uses on the subject property. While 
offices are permitted in all commercial districts, the C-1 District is the only district in which restricts 
commercial uses to offices only. The property's existing zoning, C-2, does not conform to the 
Comprehensive Plan, since retail shops and restaurants are permitted in the C-2 District. The 
proposed change from C-2 to C-3 would represent a greater divergence from the Comprehensive Plan. 

8. Impact on public facilities and utilities. 
Met. The change of zoning will have no foreseeable significant impact on public facilities or utilities. 

Streets: No impact. Each parcel has adequate street access. 
Sidewalks: A public sidewalk is in place along the north side of 30th Avenue. A sidewalk may be 

required to be installed on the west side of Elm Street when the two parcels on Elm Street are 
developed. 

Water and sanitary sewer: No impact. Water and sewer lines are already connected to the 
property. Future development on the three lots where the single family dwellings are 
currently located may require the provision of a sanitary sewer easement, if one is not already 
in place, for access to the sanitary sewer mains located to the North of these parcels and on 
the south side of 30th Avenue. 

Drainage: A drainage plan or drainage study is not required at this time since the parcels are 
already developed. An expansion or redevelopment in the future may prompt the need for a 
drainage plan or drainage study. 

Legal description of the subject property: 
Lot 12 and Lot 13, except the North 57 feet of said Lot 13; Block 1, Farmington Addition, a subdivision of 
the Southeast Quarter of Section 36, Township 22 South, Range 6 West of the 6th P.M., Hutchinson, Reno 
County, Kansas, according the duly recorded plat thereof.

Special use permits are heard and decided by the Board of Zoning Appeals. Conditional 
use permits are heard by the Planning Commission, who makes a recommendation to 
the City Council, who in turn makes the final decision. 

The table in Sec. 27-406 also lists accessory uses which may be allowed or not allowed 
in each zoning district. The list of accessory uses can be found at the end of the table. 

Uses of land not listed in the Table of Land Use Categories are not necessarily excluded.

1. The Planning Commission meeting was called to order with the following members 
present: Terry Bisbee, Todd Carr, Tom Hornbeck, Darryl Peterson, and Ken Peirce. 
Mark Woleslagel, Robert Obermite, Harley Macklin and Janet Hamilton were 
absent. Staff present were Jana McCarron, Planning and Development Director; 
Casey Jones, Senior Planner; and Stephanie Stewart, Planning Technician. 

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

The minutes of the April 15, 2016, meeting were approved on a motion by Bisbee, 
seconded by Hornbeck, passed unanimously. 

3. CORRESPONDENCE & STAFF REPORTS 

The documents and staff reports were accepted into the official record on a motion 
by Carr, seconded by Peterson, passed unanimously. 

4. NEW BUSINESS 

None. 

5. PUBLIC HEARINGS 

5a. l 6-ZA-04 A petition for rezoning 302 E 30th Ave, 322 E 30th Ave, 324 E 30th 
Ave and 3009 N Elm St. from C-2 Neighborhood Commercial District to C-
3 Outdoor Commercial District. 

Peirce asked if there were any outside contacts or conflicts of interest; there were none. 

Jones reviewed the staff report for the case. The applicant, Doug Malone and Josie 
Thompson of JP Weigand & Sons, Inc. requested the four parcels to be rezoned from C-2 
Neighborhood Commercial District to C-3 Outdoor Commercial District. The current 
zoning of C-2 limits what type of business may open. The owners of 302 E 30th Ave. were 
contacted by a party interested in leasing the building for a tire sales and installation 
business. Jones stated that at one time this property requested the same rezone and it was 
recommended for denial by staff on the basis of only one property and it being viewed as a 
spot zone. With the addition of the other three lots, it is more of a logical progression from 
C-1 and C-2 to the west of the properties and C-4 to the east of the properties. The current 
owner of the three residences does not have immediate plans to convert the homes to 
businesses. With the rezoning, the possibility in the future for commercial development is 
more appealing to developers. Jones added that a tire sales business would be permitted, but 
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the installation part of the business would still need a conditional use permit in the C-3 
District. 

A public hearing notice was published in The Hutchinson News on March 21 , 2016. Public 
hearing notices were sent to 22 owners of the 22 parcels located within 200 feet of the subject 
property. No comments were received. 

Peterson questioned if this request was to benefit the property at 302 E 30th Ave. Jones 
answered yes for now and could help with the development in the future for the other three 
properties. 

Carr asked if including the other properties in the request changes staff's recommendation 
from the past request. Again Jones said yes and that it helps with future growth, and 
increases the likelihood that these properties will be redeveloped. 

Jones reviewed the analysis of the factors the Planning Commission must consider when 
making a recommendation. Staff recommends approval of this request. 

Peirce asked the applicant for their presentation. 

Josie Thompson, JP Weigand & Sons, Inc. 1009 N Main, spoke on behalf of the owner of 
302 E 30th Ave and the builder. She stated that the building at 302 E 30th Ave. has been 
listed approximately two years. The proposed tire sales and installation business has had 
difficulty finding a property and it would be costly to build a new structure. The proposed 
property will work. However, the zoning is holding them back. The owner of the residential 
properties informed Thompson that one of the homes is a family home and they have no 
plans to move. Rezoning to C-3 will allow more uses for the property such as the tire 
business. 

Peirce asked where the garage doors will be. Thompson said the plans for now are to place 
them on the west side facing the church. She added that the north property line has an 
existing fence for screening. 

Peirce asked if there were any comments from the audience. 

Randy Beeghly, 3011 N Elm, voiced concern of tire storage and the possibility of rodents. 
The back parking lot of 302 E 30th Ave. is adjacent to his rear yard. He stated that currently 
there is no fence or screening. 

Mccarron stated that the proposed tire sales and installation business would require a 
conditional use permit and screening would be a required condition. Jones added that 
outdoor storage is not permitted in the C-3 zone. 

Peirce asked if there were any more questions before asking for a motion on the zoning 
amendment. 
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Motion by Hornbeck, seconded by Bisbee to recommend to the City Council approval 
of this request for a zoning amendment to rezone 302 E 30th Ave, 322 E 30th Ave, 324 E 
30•h Ave and 3009 N Elm St. from C-2 Neighborhood Commercial District to C-3 
Outdoor Commercial District: 

The motion passed with the following vote: Yes - Peterson, Hornbeck, Bisbee, Carr, 
Peirce.

McCarron stated the City is still waiting on the water analysis. 

8. STUDY SESSION 

8a. Zoning Regulation for Accessory Structures. 

Mccarron explained that last year Mr. Norman Grass, 619 N Grandview St, approached the 
Commission requesting consideration for amendments to the Zoning Regulations pertaining 
to the maximum allowable size for accessory buildings. The Planning Commission directed 
staff to research benchmark cities to determine if Hutchinson ' s regulations were similar. 
Our current regulations have caused hardships for multiple homeowners wanting to add a 
shed or detached garage. The regulations state that there can be one detached garage, one 
carport and one shed per lot as long as their combined square footage is less than the home 
and no more than 30% of the rear yard. The building must be like materials to the home, 
and detached garages and carports must have a paved surface from the road to the accessory 
structure. What staff is hearing from home owners is that many of our lots are quite large 
and the homes are small; therefore, they are unable to use their property and the cost to pave 
the drives sometimes doubles or triples the cost of the building. McCarron asked the 
Commission for their thoughts on how to improve the ordinance. 

The Commission had several comments on size, style, number of buildings and the 
driveways. Maximum size requirement suggestions were as follows: detached storage shed: 
none; detached garages: 1,200 square feet (this would allow the structure to exceed the size 
of the primary structure, provided the total rear lot coverage is 10% or less); and detached 
carports: 600 square feet. The maximum rear lot coverage would increase to 35%. There 
would be no limit on storage buildings per lot (as long as to not exceed the lot coverage 
percentage). Side wall heights would not be allowed to exceed 12 feet. Materials used for 
accessory buildings were discussed with the suggestion of having fewer restrictions. Last 
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was the paved driveway, and suggestions would be to require the paved drive to extend from 
the street to the rear of the principal structure. Storage sheds with access doors shall not be 
greater than 6 feet in width. Mccarron stated that she would put together a draft ordinance 
and bring it to the Planning Commission after meeting with the Development Review 
Committee.

4) Main St Overlay reconstruction 17th- 30th- $2,700,000 
5) Airport Runway 17 /35 Overlay-$570,000 

The estimated amount authorized for funding these of the projects was $4,220,000 
plus the cost of financing. The actual sale amount from the May 16, 2016 sale is 
included in the final Ordinance for signature. 

The City's Bond Counsel has reviewed this document for statutory compliance and 
the City's financial advisor has reviewed the bids and financing terms are 
recommending proceeding with authorizing the required document. 

Staff also recommends approval of the Ordinance as presented. 



ORDINANCE NO. 2016-

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND DELIVERY OF 
$[4,280,000] PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, 
SERIES 2016-B, OF THE CITY OF HUTCHINSON, KANSAS; AND 
PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF AN ANNUAL TAX 
FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST 
ON THE BONDS AS THEY BECOME DUE. 

WHEREAS, the City of Hutchinson, Kansas (the "City"), is a city of the first class, 
created, organized and existing under the laws of the State of Kansas (the "State"); and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 12, Section 5, of the Kansas Constitution, Charter 
Ordinance No. 46 of the City, K.S.A. 12-685 et seq., K.S.A. 12-1736 to 12-1739, inclusive, all as 
amended or supplemented, and other provisions of the laws of the State applicable thereto, by 
proceedings had, the Governing Body of the City has authorized the following improvements 
(collectively, the "Improvements"): 

(I) street improvements to Main Street between 17th A venue and 23rd A venue including 
installation of new curb and gutters, mill and overlay and all related appurtenances 
authorized by Resolution No. 2016 R 13; 

(2) public building improvements to the City's Fire Command Training Center, including 
installation of asphalt overlay to the parking lot and all related appurtenances authorized 
by Resolution No. 2016 R 12; 

(3) public building improvements to the municipal airport owned and operated by the City, 
including design and reconstruction of Runway 17/35 and all related appurtenances 
authorized by Ordinance No. 2016-6; 

(4) park improvements to Rice Park, including installation of a concrete splash pad, 
plumbing, equipment and all related appurtenances authorized by Ordinance No. 2016-6; 
and 

(5) park improvements to Orchard Park, including installation of new soccer and baseball 
fields, pedestrian trails and all related appurtenances authorized by Ordinance No. 2016-6; 
and 

WHEREAS, all legal requirements pertaining to the Improvements have been complied 
with, and the Governing Body of the City now finds and determines that the total cost of the 
Improvements and related expenses is at least $[4,280,000]; and 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City is authorized by law to issue general 
obligation bonds of the City to pay the costs of the Improvements; and 

WHEREAS; the Governing Body of the City has advertised the sale of its general 
obligation bonds in accordance with the law and at a meeting held in the City on this date, has 
awarded or will award the sale of such bonds to the lowest bidder; and 



WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City finds and determines that it is necessary for 
the City to authorize the issuance and delivery of its general obligation bonds in the principal 
amount of $[4,280,000] to pay the costs of the Improvements including the costs of issuance; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE 
CITY OF HUTCHINSON, KANSAS, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. Definitions of Words and Terms. 

"Bond and Interest Fund" means the Bond and Interest Fund of the City for its general 
obligation bonds. 

"Bonds" means the City's General Obligation Bonds, Series 2016-B, authorized by the 
Ordinance in the aggregate principal amount of $[4,280,000], and dated June 7, 2016. 

"City" means the City of Hutchinson, Kansas. 

"City Clerk" means the appointed and acting City Clerk or, in the City Clerk's absence, 
the appointed acting City Clerk of the City. 

"City Treasurer" means the appointed and acting City Treasurer or, m the City 
Treasurer's absence, the appointed acting City Treasurer of the City. 

"Code" means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and the applicable 
regulations proposed or promulgated thereunder of the United States Department of the Treasury. 

"Improvements" means the improvements referred to in the recitals to this Ordinance or 
any Substitute Improvements, as defined in the Resolution. 

"Mayor" means the elected and acting Mayor of the City or, in the Mayor's absence, the 
appointed acting Mayor of the City. 

"Ordinance" means this Ordinance of the City authorizing the issuance of the Bonds. 

"Resolution" means the Resolution of the City containing the terms and details of the 
Bonds. 

"State" means the State of Kansas. 

Section 2. Authorization of and Security for the Bonds. There shall be issued and 
are authorized and directed to be issued the General Obligation Bonds, Series 2016-B, of the City 
in the principal amount of $[4,280,000], for the purpose of providing funds to pay the costs of the 
Improvements including payment of the costs of issuance. 

The Bonds shall be general obligations of the City payable as to both principal and interest 
from ad valorem taxes which may be levied without limitation as to rate or amount upon all the 
taxable tangible property, real and personal, within the territorial limits of the City. The full faith, 



credit and resources of the City are irrevocably pledged for the prompt payment of the principal of 
and interest on the Bonds as the same become due. 

Section 3. Terms, Details and Conditions of the Bonds. The Bonds shall be dated 
and bear interest, shall mature and be payable at such times, shall be in such form, shall be subject 
to redemption and payment prior to maturity and shall be issued and delivered in the manner 
prescribed and subject to the provisions, covenants and agreements set forth in the Resolution 
adopted by the Governing Body of the City. 

Section 4. Levy and Collection of Annual Tax'. The Governing Body of the City 
shall annually make provision for the payment of principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the 
Bonds as the same become due by levying and collecting the necessary taxes and/or assessments 
upon all of the taxable tangible property within the City in the manner provided by law. 

The taxes and/or assessments above referred to shall be extended upon the tax rolls in each 
of the several years, respectively, and shall be levied and collected at the same time and in the 
same manner as the general ad valorem taxes of the City are levied and collected, and the proceeds 
derived from the taxes and/or assessments shall be deposited in the Bond and Interest Fund. 

If at any time the taxes and/or assessments are not collected in time to pay the principal of 
or interest on the Bonds when due, the City Treasurer is authorized and directed to pay the principal 
or interest out of the general funds of the City and to reimburse the general funds for money so 
expended when the taxes and/or assessments are collected. 

Section 5. Tax Covenants. The City covenants and agrees that: (1) it will comply 
with all applicable provisions of the Code, including Sections 103 and 141through150, necessary 
to maintain the exclusion from gross income for federal income tax purposes of the interest on the 
Bonds; (2) it will comply with all requirements of Section 148 of the Code to the extent applicable 
to the Bonds; (3) it will use the proceeds of the Bonds as soon as practicable and with all reasonable 
dispatch for the purposes for which the Bonds are issued; (4) it will not invest or directly or 
indirectly use or permit the use of any proceeds of the Bonds or any other funds of the City in any 
manner, or take or omit to take any action, that would cause the Bonds to be "arbitrage bonds" 
within the meaning of Section 148(a) of the Code; and (5) it will not use or permit the use of any 
proceeds of the Bonds or any other funds of the City nor take or permit any other action, or fail to 
take any action, if any such action or failure to take action would adversely affect the exclusion 
from gross income of the interest on the Bonds. The City will, in addition, adopt such other 
ordinances or resolutions and take such other actions as may be necessary to comply with the Code 
and with all other applicable future laws, regulations, published rulings and judicial decisions, in 
order to ensure that the interest on the Bonds will remain excluded from federal gross income, to 
the extent any such actions can be taken by the City. 

The City covenants and agrees that it will not use any portion of the proceeds of the Bonds, 
including any investment income earned on such proceeds, directly or indirectly, in a manner that 
would cause any Bond to be a "private activity bond" as described in the Code. 

Section 6. Further Authority. The Mayor, City Clerk and other City officials are 
further authorized and directed to execute any and all documents and take such actions as they 



may deem necessary or advisable in order to carry out and perform the purposes of this Ordinance 
and to make alterations, changes or additions in the agreements, statements, instruments and other 
documents approved, authorized and confirmed which they may approve, and the execution or 
taking of such action shall be conclusive evidence of such necessity or advisability. 

Section 7. Governing Law. This Ordinance and the Bonds shall be governed 
exclusively by and construed in accordance with the applicable laws of the State. 

Section 8. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from 
and after its passage by the Governing Body of the City and publication in the official City 
newspaper.

RESOLUTION NO. 2016 R 

A RESOLUTION PRESCRIBING THE FORM AND DETAILS OF AND 
AUTHORIZING THE DELIVERY OF $[4,280,000] PRINCIPAL AMOUNT 
OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, SERIES 2016-B, OF THE CITY 
OF HUTCHINSON, KANSAS, PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED BY AN 
ORDINANCE OF THE CITY. 

WHEREAS, the City of Hutchinson, Kansas (the "City"), has passed the Ordinance (as 
herein defined) authorizing the issuance of the Bonds (as herein defined); and 

WHEREAS, the Ordinance authorized the Governing Body of the City to adopt a 
resolution prescribing certain details and conditions and to make certain covenants with respect 
to the issuance of the Bonds; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE 
CITY OF HUTCHINSON, KANSAS, AS FOLLOWS: 

ARTICLE I 
DEFINITIONS 

Section 1.01. Definitions of Words and Terms. 

"Act" shall mean the Constitution and Statutes of the State including, but not limited to, 
Article 12, Section 5, of the Kansas Constitution, Charter Ordinance No. 46 of the City, K.S.A. 
12-685 et seq. and K.S.A. 12-1736 to 12-1739, inclusive, all as amended or supplemented. 

"Authorized Costs" means the amount of expenditures for an improvement, including 
interest during construction, which has been authorized to be paid by the City by an ordinance or 
resolution of the City, including expenditures made to redeem outstanding general obligation 
bonds and outstanding notes issued to pay for such improvement and Costs of Issuance of the 
Bonds, less (a) the amount of any notes or bonds of the City which are currently outstanding and 
available to pay such Authorized Costs and (b) any Authorized Costs which have been 
previously paid by the City or by any eligible source of funds unless such amounts are entitled to 
be reimbursed under State and federal law. 

"Authorized Denominations" means $5,000 and any integral multiple thereof. 

"Authorized Investments" means those investments authorized by K.S.A. 10-131, as 
amended and supplemented, and by other provisions of State law applicable to the City. 

"Beneficial Owner" means any Person who (a) has the power directly or indirectly to 
vote or consent with respect to, or to dispose of ownership of, any book-entry bond (including 
persons holding book-entry bonds through nominees, depositories or other intermediaries), or 
(b) is treated as owner of any book-entry bond for federal income tax purposes. 

"Bond and Interest Fund" means the Bond and Interest Fund of the City for its general 
obligation bonds. 



"Bond Counsel" means the firm of Kutak Rock LLP, or any other attorney or firm of 
attorneys whose expertise in matters relating to the issuance of obligations by states and their 
political subdivisions is nationally recognized and acceptable to the City. 

"Bond Insurer" mean any issuer of a Municipal Bond Insurance Policy described on 
Exhibit B to this Resolution. 

"Bond Register" means the books for the registration, transfer and exchange of Bonds 
kept at the office of the Bond Registrar. 

"Bond Registrar" means the State Treasurer, Topeka, Kansas, and any successors and 
assigns. 

"Bonds" means the City's General Obligation Bonds, Series 2016-B, in the aggregate 
principal amount of $[4,280,000], and dated June 7, 2016. 

"Business Day" means a day other than a Saturday, Sunday or holiday on which the 
Paying Agent is scheduled ,in the normal course of its operations to be open to the public for 
conduct of its banking operation. 

"Cede & Co." shall mean Cede & Co., as nominee of The Depository Trust Company, 
New York, New York. 

"City" means the City of Hutchinson, Kansas. 

"City Clerk" means the appointed and acting City Clerk of the City or, in the City 
Clerk's absence, the appointed acting City Clerk of the City. 

"City Treasurer" means the appointed and acting City Treasurer of the City or, in the 
City Treasurer's absence, the appointed acting City Treasurer of the City. 

"Code" means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and the applicable 
regulations proposed or promulgated thereunder of the United States Department of the 
Treasury. 

"Costs of Issuance" shall mean all costs of issuing the Bonds, including all publication, 
preparation, signing and mailing expenses, registration fees, all legal fees and expenses of Bond 
Counsel and other legal counsel, all fees and expenses of the financial advisor, all expenses 
incurred in connection with receiving ratings on the Bonds, and all fees of the Attorney General 
of the State. 

"Defaulted Interest" means interest on any Bond which is payable but not paid on any 
Interest Payment Date. 

"Final Official Statement" means the final official statement prepared by the City or its 
representatives in connection with the sale of the Bonds and delivered to the Original Purchaser 
within seven Business Days after the sale of the Bonds in accordance with the SEC Rule. The 



Final Official Statement includes the information in the Preliminary Official Statement as 
supplemented or amended. 

"Improvement Fund" means the fund by that name created in Section 5.01. 

"Improvements" means the improvements referred to in the recitals to the Ordinance 
and any Substitute Improvements, as defined in this Resolution. 

"Interest Payment Dates" means April 1 and October 1 of each year, commencmg 
April 1, 2017. 

"Letter of Instructions" means the Arbitrage Letter of Instructions (dated as of the date 
of issuance of the Bonds) attached to the City's Closing Certificate to be delivered at the time of 
issuance and delivery of the Bonds relating to certain matters within the scope of Section 148 of 
the Code, as the same may be amended or supplemented in accordance with its terms. 

"Maturity" when used with respect to any Bond means the date on which the principal 
of such Bond becomes due and payable as provided therein, whether at the Stated Maturity or 
call for redemption or otherwise. 

"Mayor" means the elected and acting Mayor of the City or, in the Mayor's absence, the 
appointed or acting Mayor of the City. 

"Municipal Bond Insurance Policy" shall mean, if applicable, the municipal bond 
insurance policy issued by Bond Insurer insuring the payment when due of the principal of and 
interest on the Bonds as described on Exhibit B to this Resolution. 

"Ordinance" means the ordinance of the City authorizing the issuance of the Bonds as 
further described on Exhibit B to this Resolution. 

"Original Purchaser" means the original purchaser of the Bonds described on Exhibit B 
to this Resolution. 

"Outstanding" means as of a particular date of determination, all Bonds authenticated 
and delivered under the provisions of this Resolution, except: 

(a) Bonds canceled by the Paying Agent or delivered to the Paying Agent for 
cancellation pursuant to this Resolution; 

(b) Bonds for the payment or redemption of which moneys or investments have 
been deposited in accordance with Article XI of this Resolution; and 

( c) Bonds in exchange for or in lieu of which other Bonds have been 
authenticated and delivered pursuant to this Resolution. 

"Owner" when used with respect to any Bond means the Person in whose name such 
Bond is registered on the registration books of the Bond Register. 



"Participants" shall mean those financial institutions for whom the Securities Depository 
effects book-entry transfers and pledges of securities deposited with the Securities Depository, as 
such listing of Participants exists at the time of such reference. 

"Paying Agent" means the State Treasurer, Topeka, Kansas, and any successors and 
assigns. 

"Person" means any natural person, corporation, partnership, joint venture, association, 
firm, joint-stock company, trust, unincorporated organization, or government or any agency or 
political subdivision or other public body. 

"Preliminary Official Statement" means the Preliminary Official Statement which was 
prepared by the City and its advisors in connection with the sale of the Bonds and distributed to 
potential purchasers of the Bonds before the Final Official Statement, as described in the SEC 
Rule, was made available. 

"Principal and Interest Account" means the account by that name created m 
Section 5.01. 

"Purchase Price" means the original purchase price of the Bonds described on Exhibit B 
to this Resolution. 

"Rebate Fund" means the fund by that name created in Section 5.01. 

"Record Dates" for the interest payable on any Interest Payment Date means the 
fifteenth day (whether or not a Business Day) of each month preceding such Interest Payment 
Date. 

"Redemption Date" when used with respect to any Bond to be redeemed means the date 
fixed for such redemption pursuant to the terms of this Resolution. 

"Redemption Price" when used with respect to any Bond to be redeemed means the 
price at which such Bond is to be redeemed pursuant to the terms of this Resolution, including 
the applicable redemption premium, if any, but excluding installments of interest coming due on 
or before the Redemption Date. 

"Replacement Bonds" shall mean Bonds issued to the Beneficial Owners of the Bonds 
in accordance with Section 2.04 of this Resolution. 

"Resolution" means this resolution relating to the Bonds. 

"SEC Rule" means the Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12 under the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (17 C.F.R. § 240.15c2-12). 

"Securities Depository" means, initially, The Depository Trust Company, New York, 
New York, and its successors and assigns. 



"Special Record Date" means the date fixed by the Paying Agent pursuant to 
Section 2.04 for the payment of Defaulted Interest. 

"State" means the State of Kansas. 

"State Treasurer" means the elected Treasurer of the State or, in the Treasurer's 
absence, the appointed Assistant Treasurer of the State. 

"Stated Maturity" when used with respect to any Bond means the date specified in such 
Bond and this Resolution as the fixed date on which the principal of such Bond is due and 
payable. 

"Substitute Improvements" means the substitute or additional improvements authorized 
pursuant to Section 6.04 of this Resolution. 

"Term Bonds" means the Term Bonds, if any, described on Exhibit B to this Resolution. 

"United States Government Obligations" means bonds, notes, certificates of 
indebtedness, treasury bills or other securities constituting direct obligations of, or obligations 
the principal of and interest on which are fully and unconditionally guaranteed as to full and 
timely payment by, the United States of America, including evidence of a direct ownership 
interest in future interest or principal payment on obligations issued by the United States of 
America (including the interest component of obligations of the Resolution Funding 
Corporation), or securities which represent an undivided interest in such obligations, which 
obligations are rated in the highest rating category by a nationally recognized rating service and 
held in a custodial account for the benefit of the City. 

ARTICLE II 
DETAILS OF THE BONDS 

Section 2.01. Authorization of the Bonds. The Bonds have been authorized to be 
issued pursuant to the Ordinance and the Act for the purpose of providing funds to pay the 
Authorized Costs of the Improvements including payment of the Costs of Issuance. 

The Bonds shall be general obligations of the City payable as to both principal and 
interest from ad valorem taxes which may be levied without limitation as to rate or amount upon 
all the taxable tangible property, real and personal, within the territorial limits of the City. The 
full faith, credit and resources of the City are irrevocably pledged for the prompt payment of the 
principal of and interest on the Bonds as the same become due. 

Section 2.02. Description of the Bonds. The Bonds shall consist of fully registered 
bonds in Authorized Denominations, and shall be numbered in such manner as the Bond 
Registrar shall determine. All of the Bonds shall be dated June 7, 2016, shall become due on the 
Stated Maturities, and shall bear interest at the rates per annum set forth on Exhibit B to this 
Resolution. 

The Bonds shall bear interest at the rates described on Exhibit B to this Resolution 
(computed on the basis of a 360-day year of 12 30-day months) from that date or from the most 



recent Interest Payment Date to which interest has been paid or provided for, which interest shall 
be payable on the Interest Payment Dates. 

Section 2.03. Designation of Paying Agent and Bond Registrar. The State 
Treasurer is designated as the Paying Agent and Bond Registrar for the Bonds. The Mayor and 
City Clerk of the City are authorized and empowered to execute on behalf of the City an 
agreement with the Bond Registrar and Paying Agent for the Bonds. The City reserves the right 
to appoint a successor Paying Agent or Bond Registrar. No resignation or removal of the Paying 
Agent or Bond Registrar shall become effective until a successor has been appointed and has 
accepted the duties of paying agent or bond registrar. Every Paying Agent or Bond Registrar 
appointed by the City shall at all times meet the requirements of State law and the City will at all 
times maintain a Paying Agent and Bond Registrar meeting the requirements of State law. 

Section 2.04. Initial Registration with Securities Depository, Method and Place of 
Payment of the Bonds. The Bonds shall be registered on bond registration books maintained by 
the Bond Registrar to Cede & Co., the nominee for the Securities Depository, and no Beneficial 
Owners will receive certificates representing their respective interests in the Bonds, except in the 
event the City issues Replacement Bonds as provided in this Section. It is anticipated that during 
the term of the Bonds, the Securities Depository will make book-entry transfers among its 
Participants and receive and transmit payment of principal of, and interest on, the Bonds until 
and unless the City authenticates and delivers Replacement Bonds to the Beneficial Owners in 
the manner described in this Section. 

If the City determines: (a) that the Securities Depository is unable to properly discharge 
its responsibilities, (b) that the Securities Depository is no longer qualified to act as a securities 
depository and registered clearing agency under the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, as 
amended, (c) that the continuation of a book-entry only system to the exclusion of any Bonds 
being issued to any Owner other than Cede & Co. is no longer in the best interest of the 
Beneficial Owners of the Bonds, or if the City receives written notice from Participants having 
interests in not less than 50% of the Bonds, as shown on the records of the Securities Depository, 
that the continuation of a book-entry only system to the exclusion of Bonds being issued to any 
Owner other than Cede & Co. is no longer in the best interest of the Beneficial Owners of the 
Bonds, or if the Securities Depository determines to discontinue providing book-entry services, 
then the City shall notify the Owners of the Bonds of such determination or such notice and of 
the availability of certificates to Owners who request certificates, and the City shall authenticate 
and deliver Replacement Bonds to the Beneficial Owners or their nominees in principal amounts 
representing the interest of each, making such adjustments as it may find necessary or 
appropriate as to accrued interest and previous calls for redemption. In such event, all references 
to the Securities Depository in this Resolution shall relate to the period of time when the 
Securities Depository has possession of at least one certificate. Upon the issuance of 
Replacement Bonds, all references in this Resolution to obligations imposed upon or to be 
performed by the Securities Depository shall be deemed to be imposed upon and performed by 
the City, to the extent such provisions are consistent with and applicable to Replacement Bonds. 
If the Securities Depository resigns and the City or Bond Owners are unable to locate a qualified 
successor of the Securities Depository, then the City shall authenticate and deliver Replacement 
Bonds to the Participants for the benefit of the Bond Owners. 



The principal of, or Redemption Price, if any, and interest on the Bonds shall be payable 
in any coin or currency which, on the respective dates of payment, is legal tender for the 
payment of public and private debts. 

The principal or Redemption Price of each Bond shall be paid at Maturity to the Person in 
whose name such Bond is registered on the Bond Register at the Maturity, upon presentation and 
surrender of such Bond at the principal office of the Paying Agent. 

The interest payable on each Bond on any Interest Payment Date shall be paid to the 
Owner of such Bond as shown on the Bond Register at the close of business on the Record Date 
for such interest: 

(a) by check or draft mailed by the Paying Agent to the address of such Owner 
shown on the Bond Register; or 

(b) at such other address as is furnished to the Paying Agent in writing by such 
Owner; or 

( c) m the case of an interest payment to any Owner that is a securities 
depository, by wire transfer to such Owner upon written notice given to the Bond 
Registrar by such Owner, not less than 15 days prior to the Record Date for such interest, 
containing the electronic transfer instructions including the bank (which shall be in the 
continental United States), address, ABA routing number and account number to which 
such Owner wishes to have such wire directed. 

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Section, any Defaulted Interest wit.h respect to any 
Bond shall cease to be payable to the Owner of such Bond on the relevant Record Date and shall 
be payable to the Owner in whose name such Bond is registered at the close of business on the 
Special Record Date for the payment of such Defaulted Interest, which Special Record Date shall 
be fixed as specified in this paragraph. The City shall notify the Paying Agent in writing of the 
amount of Defaulted Interest proposed to be paid on each Bond and the date of the proposed 
payment (which date shall be at least 30 days after receipt of such notice by the Paying Agent) 
and shall deposit with the Paying Agent at the time of such notice an amount of money equal to 
the aggregate amount proposed to be paid in respect of such Defaulted Interest or shall make 
arrangements satisfactory to the Paying Agent for such deposit prior to the date of the proposed 
payment. Following receipt of such funds the Paying Agent shall fix a Special Record Date for 
the payment of such Defaulted Interest which shall be not more than 15 nor less than 10 days 
prior to the date of the proposed payment. The Paying Agent shall promptly notify the City of 
such Special Record Date and, in the name and at the expense of the City, shall cause notice of 
the proposed payment of such Defaulted Interest and the Special Record Date therefor to be 
mailed, by first class mail, postage prepaid, to each Owner of a Bond entitled to such notice at 
the address of such Owner as it appears on the Bond Register not less than 10 days prior to such 
Special Record Date. 

The Paying Agent shall keep a record of payment of principal and Redemption Price of 
and interest on all Bonds and at least annually shall forward a copy or summary of such records 
to the City. 



Section 2.05. Method of Execution and Authentication of the Bonds. The Bonds 
shall be executed for and on behalf of the City by the manual or facsimile signature of the 
Mayor, attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the City Clerk and the seal of the City 
shall be affixed or imprinted on the Bonds. The Bonds shall be registered in the office of the 
City Clerk, which registration shall be evidenced by the manual or facsimile signature of the City 
Clerk with the seal of the City affixed or imprinted thereon. The Bonds shall also be registered 
in the office of the State Treasurer, which registration shall be evidenced by the manual or 
facsimile signature of the State Treasurer with the seal of the State Treasurer affixed or imprinted 
thereon. In the event that any of the previously mentioned officers shall cease to hold such 
offices before the Bonds are issued and delivered, the Bonds may be issued and transferred to 
other Owners as though the officers had not ceased to hold office, and such signatures appearing 
on the Bonds shall be valid and sufficient for all purposes as if they had remained in office until 
such issuance or transfer. 

The Bonds shall not be valid obligations under the provisions of this Resolution until 
authenticated by the Bond Registrar or an authorized representative of the Bond Registrar by 
execution of the Certificate of Authentication appearing on each Bond. It shall not be necessary 
that the same representative of the Bond Registrar execute the Certificate of Authentication on 
all of the Bonds. 

Section 2.06. Registration, Transfer and Exchange of Bonds. The City covenants 
that, as long as any of the Bonds remain Outstanding, it will cause the Bond Register to be kept 
at the office of the Bond Registrar as provided herein. Each Bond when issued shall be 
registered in the name of the Owner on the Bond Register. 

Bonds may be transferred and exchanged only on the Bond Register as provided in this 
Section. Upon surrender of any Bond at the principal office of the Bond Registrar, the Bond 
Registrar shall transfer or exchange such Bond for a new Bond or Bonds in any authorized 
denomination of the same Stated Maturity and in the same aggregate principal amount as the 
Bond that was presented for transfer or exchange. 

Bonds presented for transfer or exchange shall be accompanied by a written instrument or 
instruments of transfer or authorization for exchange, in a form and with guarantee of signature 
satisfactory to the Bond Registrar, executed by the Owner or by the Owner's authorized agent. 
In all cases in which the privilege of transferring or exchanging Bonds is exercised, the Bond 
Registrar shall authenticate and deliver Bonds in accordance with the provisions of this 
Resolution. The City shall pay the fees and expenses of the Bond Registrar for the registration, 
transfer and exchange of Bonds provided for by this Resolution and the cost of preparation of a 
reasonable supply of registered bond blanks. Any additional costs or fees that might be incurred 
in the secondary market, other than fees of the Bond Registrar, are the responsibility of the 
Owners of the Bonds. 

The City and the Bond Registrar shall not be required (a) to register the transfer or 
exchange of any Bond that has been called for redemption after notice of such redemption has 
been mailed by the Paying Agent pursuant to Section 3.04 and during the period of 15 days next 
preceding the date of mailing of such notice of redemption or (b) to register the transfer or 
exchange of any Bond during a period beginning at the opening of business on the day after 



receiving written notice from the City of its intent to pay Defaulted Interest and ending at the 
close of business on the date fixed for the payment of Defaulted Interest pursuant to 
Section 2.04. 

The City and the Paying Agent may deem and treat the Person in whose name any Bond 
is registered on the Bond Register as the absolute Owner of such Bond, whether such Bond is 
overdue or not, for the purpose of receiving payment of, or on account of, the principal or 
Redemption Price of and interest on the Bond and for all other purposes. All payments so made 
to any such Owner or upon the Owner's order shall be valid and effective to satisfy and 
discharge the liability upon such Bond to the extent of the sum or sums so paid, and neither the 
City nor the Paying Agent shall be affected by any notice to the contrary. 

Section 2.07. Cancellation and Destruction of Bonds Upon Payment. All Bonds 
that have been paid or redeemed or that otherwise have been surrendered to the Paying Agent, 
either at or before Stated Maturity, shall be canceled by the Paying Agent immediately upon the 
payment, redemption and surrender to the Paying Agent and subsequently destroyed in 
accordance with the customary practices of the Paying Agent. The Paying Agent shall execute a 
certificate in duplicate describing the Bonds so canceled and destroyed and shall file an executed 
counterpart of such certificate with the City. 

Section 2.08. Mutilated, Lost, Stolen or Destroyed Bonds. If (a) any mutilated 
Bond is surrendered to the Paying Agent or the Paying Agent receives evidence to its satisfaction 
of the destruction, loss or theft of any Bond and (b) there is delivered to the City and the Paying 
Agent such security or indemnity as may be required by each of them, then, in the absence of 
notice to the City or the Paying Agent that such Bond has been acquired by a bona fide 
purchaser, the City shall execute and, upon the City's request, the Paying Agent shall 
authenticate and deliver, in exchange for or in lieu of any such mutilated, destroyed, lost or 
stolen Bond, a new Bond of the same Stated Maturity and oflike tenor and principal amount. 

If any such mutilated, destroyed, lost or stolen Bond has become or is about to become 
due and payable, the City, in its discretion, may pay such Bond instead of issuing a new Bond. 

Upon the issuance of any new Bond under this Section, the City may require the payment 
by the Owner of a sum sufficient to cover any tax or other governmental charge that may be 
imposed and any other expenses (including the fees and expenses of the Paying Agent). 

Every new Bond issued pursuant to this Section shall constitute a replacement of the prior 
obligation of the City, and shall be entitled to all the benefits of this Resolution equally and 
ratably with all other Outstanding Bonds. 

Section 2.09. Delivery of the Bonds. The sale of the Bonds is awarded to the 
Original Purchaser. The Mayor and City Clerk are authorized and directed to cause the Bonds to 
be registered in the offices of the City Clerk and the State Treasurer as provided by law, and, 
when executed and registered, to deliver the Bonds to the Original Purchaser upon receipt by the 
City of the Purchase Price. 



ARTICLE III 
REDEMPTION OF THE BONDS 

Section 3.01. Optional Redemption. At the option of the City, Bonds maturing on 
October 1, 2024, and thereafter may be called for redemption and payment prior to Stated 
Maturity on October 1, 2023, or thereafter at any time in whole or in part (selection of Bonds to 
be designated by the City in such equitable manner as it may determine) at the Redemption Price 
of 100% (expressed as a percentage of the principal amount), plus accrued interest to the date of 
redemption. 

Section 3.02. Sinking Fund Redemption. Any Term Bonds shall also be subject to 
mandatory redemption and payment as described on Exhibit B to this Resolution. The 
mandatory redemption amount for any Term Bond may be reduced by the principal amount of 
such Term Bond redeemed prior to its Stated Maturity pursuant to optional redemption as set 
forth in Section 3.01 of this Resolution. To effect such reduction, the City shall notify the Bond 
Registrar on or before the 45th day preceding the applicable mandatory redemption date, setting 
forth the extent of the reduction to be applied with respect to the mandatory sinking fund 
requirement. 

Section 3.03. Selection of Bonds to be Redeemed. The Bonds shall be redeemed 
only in the principal amount of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof. When less than all of the 
Bonds are to be redeemed and paid prior to their Stated Maturity, the Bonds shall be redeemed in 
such manner as the City shall determine, Bonds of less than a full Stated Maturity to be selected 
by lot in units of $5,000. 

In the case of a partial redemption of Bonds by lot when Bonds of denominations greater 
than $5,000 are then Outstanding, then for all purposes in connection with such redemption each 
$5,000 of face value shall be treated as though it were a separate Bond in the denomination of 
$5,000. If it is determined that one or more, but not all, of the $5,000 units of face value 
represented by any Bond is selected for redemption, then upon notice of intention to redeem such 
$5,000 unit or units, the Owner or the Owner's authorized agent shall present and surrender such 
Bond to the Bond Registrar: 

(a) for payment of the Redemption Price (including the redemption premium, if 
any, and interest to the date fixed for redemption) of the $5,000 unit or units of face value 
called for redemption; and 

(b) for exchange, without charge to the Owner, for a new Bond(s) of the 
aggregate principal amount of the unredeemed portion of the principal amount of such 
Bond. 

If the Owner of any Bond of a denomination greater than $5,000 shall fail to present such Bond 
as described above, such Bond shall, nevertheless, become due and payable on the Redemption 
Date to the extent of the amount called for redemption (and to that extent only). 

Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, in the event of a partial 
redemption of the Bonds, the Securities Depository may, at its option, in lieu of surrendering 
such Bond, make an appropriate notation on the Bond certificate indicating the date and amounts 



of the reduction in the principal amount of such Bond (except ·in the case of the final Stated 
Maturity of such Bond, where the Bond certificate shall be presented to the City prior to 
payment). 

Section 3.04. Notice of Redemption. In the event the City desires to call the Bonds 
for redemption prior to Stated Maturity, written notice of such intent shall be provided to the 
Bond Registrar in accordance with K.S.A. 10-129, as amended, not less than 45 days prior to the 
date fixed for redemption or such lesser time period permitted by the Bond Registrar that enables 
the Bond Registrar to provide the Owners of the Bonds with the notice described in this Section. 
Unless waived by any Owner of Bonds to be redeemed, if the City shall call any Bonds for 
redemption and payment prior to the Stated Maturity, the City shall instruct the Bond Registrar 
to give written notice of its intention to call and pay the Bonds on a specified date, the same 
being described by maturity, such notice to be mailed by United States first-class mail addressed 
to the Owners of the Bonds and to the Municipal Bond Insurer, if any, each of the notices to be 
mailed not less than 3 0 days prior to the date fixed for redemption. The City and Bond Registrar 
shall also give such additional notice as may be required by State law or regulations of the 
Securities and Exchange Commission in effect as of the date of such notice. 

All official notices of redemption shall be dated and shall state: 

(a) the Redemption Date; 

(b). the Redemption Price; 

( c) if less than all Outstanding Bonds are to be redeemed, the identification 
(and, in the case of partial redemption, the respective principal amounts) of the Bonds to 
be redeemed; 

( d) that on the Redemption Date the Redemption Price will become due and 
payable upon each such Bond or portion thereof called for redemption, and that interest 
shall cease to accrue from and after the Redemption Date (unless the City defaults in the 
payment of the Redemption Price); and 

( e) the place where such Bonds are to be surrendered for payment of the 
Redemption Price, which place of payment shall be the principal office of the Paying 
Agent. 

The notice of redemption may be conditioned on the issuance by the City of a refunding 
obligation or the receipt of other funds necessary to redeem the Bonds. 

During the time the Bonds are registered in the name of Cede & Co., the notice described 
in the immediately preceding paragraphs shall be delivered to the Securities Depository. The 
Securities Depository shall, in tum, notify its Participants. It is expected that the Participants, in 
tum, will notify or cause to be notified the Beneficial Owners of the Bonds. Any failure on the 
part of the Securities Depository, or failure on the part of a nominee of a Beneficial Owner of a 
Bond (having received notice from the City, a Participant or otherwise) to notify the Beneficial 
Owner of the Bonds so affected, shall not affect the validity of the redemption of such Bonds. 



Prior to or simultaneously with any Redemption Date, the City shall deposit with the 
Paying Agent an amount of money sufficient to pay the Redemption Price of all the Bonds or 
portions of Bonds which are to be redeemed on that date. Upon surrender of such Bonds for 
redemption in accordance with the notice, such Bonds shall be paid by the Paying Agent at the 
Redemption Price. Installments of interest due on or prior to the Redemption Date shall be 
payable as provided herein for payment of interest. Upon surrender for any partial redemption of 
any Bond, there shall be prepared for the Owner a new Bond or Bonds of the same Stated 
Maturity in the amount of the unpaid principal. All Bonds which have been redeemed shall be 
canceled and destroyed by the Paying Agent and shall not be reissued. 

Section 3.05. Effect of Call for Redemption. Whenever any Bond is called for 
redemption and payment as provided in this Article, all interest on such Bond shall cease from 
and after the date for which such call is made, provided funds are available for its payment at the 
Redemption Price specified. 

ARTICLE IV 
FORM OF THE BONDS 

Section 4.01. Form of the Bonds. The Bonds shall be printed in accordance with the 
format required by the Attorney General of the State and shall contain information substantially 
in the form set forth on Exhibit A to this Resolution or as may be required by the Attorney 
General pursuant to the Notice of Systems of Registration for Kansas Municipal Bonds, 
2 Kan. Reg. 921 (1983), in accordance with the Kansas Bond Registration Law, K.S.A. 10-620 
to 10-632, inclusive, as amended and supplemented. 

ARTICLEV 
ESTABLISHMENT OF FUNDS AND ACCOUNTS 

Section 5.01. Creation of Funds and Accounts. Simultaneously with the issuance of 
the Bonds, there shall be created within the treasury of the City the following funds and 
accounts: 

(a) Improvement Fund for the City of Hutchinson, Kansas, General Obligation 
Bonds, Series 2016-B; 

(b) Principal and Interest Account for the City of Hutchinson, Kansas, General 
Obligation Bonds, Series 2016-B; and 

( c) Rebate Fund for the City of Hutchinson, Kansas, General Obligation Bonds, 
Series 2016-B. 

Section 5.02. Administration of Funds and Accounts. The funds and accounts 
established herein shall be administered in accordance with the provisions of this Resolution so 
long as the Bonds are Outstanding. 



ARTICLE VI 
APPLICATION OF BOND PROCEEDS AND OTHER FUNDS 

Section 6.01. Disposition of Bond Proceeds. The proceeds of the Bonds, upon 
issuance and delivery, shall be deposited as follows: 

(a) In the Principal and Interest Account, a sum equal to the accrued interest, if 
any, on the Bonds and any premium specified for deposit into the Principal and Interest 
Account on Exhibit B; and 

(b) The balance of the proceeds of the Bonds, including any premium not 
specified for deposit into the Principal and Interest Account on Exhibit B, shall be 
deposited into the Improvement Fund. 

Section 6.02. Withdrawals from the Improvement Fund. The City Treasurer shall 
make withdrawals from the Improvement Fund solely for the purpose of paying the Authorized 
Costs of the Improvements, including the Costs of Issuance. 

Section 6.03. Surplus in the Improvement Fund. All moneys remaining in the 
Improvement Fund after the completion of the Improvements and payment of all Authorized 
Costs of the Improvements shall be transferred immediately to the Principal and Interest 
Account. 

Section 6.04. Substitution of Improvements. The City may elect to substitute or add 
other improvements pursuant to this Section provided the following conditions are met: 
(a) the Substitute Improvement and the issuance of general obligation bonds to pay the cost of 
the Substitute Improvement have been authorized by the Governing Body of the City in 
accordance with the laws of the State; (b) a resolution or ordinance authorizing the use of the 
proceeds of the Bonds to pay the Authorized Costs of the Substitute Improvement has been 
adopted by the Governing Body of the City; ( c) the Attorney General of the State has approved 
the amendment to the transcript of proceedings for the Bonds to include the Substitute 
Improvement; and ( d) the City has received an opinion of Bond Counsel to the effect that the 
Substitute Improvement will not adversely affect the tax-exempt status of the Bonds under State 
or federal law and the Substitute Improvement has been authorized pursuant to this Section and 
the laws of the State. 

ARTICLE VII 
PAYMENT OF THE BONDS 

Section 7 .01. Application of Moneys in the Principal and Interest Account. All 
amounts paid and credited to the Principal and Interest Account shall be expended and used by 
the City for the sole purpose of paying the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the 
Bonds as and when the same become due and paying the usual and customary fees and expenses 
of the Paying Agent. 

Section 7.02. Transfer of Funds to Paying Agent. The City Treasurer is authorized 
and directed to withdraw from the Principal and Interest Account and forward to the Paying 
Agent sums sufficient to pay both principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds as and 



when the same become due, and also to pay the charges made by the Paying Agent for acting in 
such capacity in the payment of principal and interest on the Bonds, and the charges shall be 
forwarded to the Paying Agent over and above the amount of the principal of, premium, if any, 
and interest on the Bonds. If, through the lapse of time, or otherwise, the Owners of Bonds shall 
no longer be entitled to enforce payment of their obligations, it shall be the duty of the Paying 
Agent to return the funds to the City. All moneys deposited with the Paying Agent shall be 
deemed to be deposited in accordance with and subject to all of the provisions contained in this 
Resolution. 

Section 7.03. Surplus in Principal and Interest Account. Any moneys or 
investments remaining in the Principal and Interest Account after the retirement of the 
indebtedness for which the Bonds were issued shall be transferred and paid into the Bond and 
Interest Fund of the City. 

ARTICLE VIII 
DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENT OF FUNDS 

Section 8.01. Deposits. Cash moneys in each of the funds and accounts created and 
established by this Resolution shall be deposited and secured in accordance with State law. 

Section 8.02. Investments. Moneys held in the funds and accounts created or 
established in conjunction with the issuance of the Bonds may be invested by the City in 
Authorized Investments in such amounts and maturing at such times as shall reasonably provide 
for moneys to be available when required in the accounts or funds; provided, however, that no 
such investment shall be made for a period extending longer than to the date when the moneys 
invested may be needed for the purpose for which such fund or account was created. All interest 
on any Authorized Investment held in any fund or account shall (except amounts required to be 
deposited into the Rebate Fund in accordance with the Letter of Instructions) accrue to and 
become a part of such fund or account. In determining the amount held in any fund or account 
under the provisions of this Resolution, Authorized Investments shall be valued at their principal 
par value or at their then redemption value, whichever is lower. 

Section 8.03. Deposits into and Application of Moneys in the Rebate Fund. 

(a) There shall be deposited in the Rebate Fund such amounts as are required to 
be deposited pursuant to the Letter of Instructions. Subject to the transfer provisions 
provided in subsection (b) below, all money at any time deposited in the Rebate Fund 
shall be held in trust, to the extent required to pay rebatable arbitrage to the federal 
government of the United States of America, and no Owner of any Bonds shall have any 
right in or claim to such money. All amounts deposited into or on deposit in the Rebate 
Fund shall be governed by this Section, by the preceding Section and by the Letter of 
Instructions (which is incorporated by reference). 

(b) Computations of the rebatable arbitrage shall be performed by or on behalf of 
the City in accordance with the Letter of Instructions. Pursuant to the Letter of 
Instructions, the City shall remit rebate installments and the final rebate payments to the 
United States. Any moneys remaining in the Rebate Fund after redemption and payment 



of all of the Bonds and payment and satisfaction of any rebatable arbitrage, or provision 
made therefor, shall be withdrawn and released to the City. 

( c) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution, including in 
particular this Article, the obligation to remit rebatable arbitrage to the United States and 
to comply with all other requirements of this Section, the preceding Section and the 
Letter of Instructions shall survive the defeasance or payment in full of the Bonds. 

ARTICLE IX 
DEFAULT AND REMEDIES 

Section 9.01. Remedies. The provisions of this Resolution, including the covenants 
and agreements contained herein, shall constitute a contract between the City and the Owners of 
the Bonds. The Owner or Owners of not less than 10% in principal amount of the Bonds at the 
time Outstanding shall have the right for the equal benefit and protection of all Owners of Bonds 
similarly situated: 

(a) by mandamus or other suit, action or proceedings at law or in equity to 
enforce the rights of such Owner or Owners against the City and its officers, agents and 
employees, and to require and compel duties and obligations required by the provisions 
of this Resolution or by the Constitution and laws of the State; 

(b) by suit, action or other proceedings in equity or at law to require the City, its 
officers, agents and employees to account as if they were the trustees of an express trust; 
and 

(c) by suit, action or other proceedings in equity or at law to enjoin any acts or 
things which may be unlawful or in violation of the rights of the Owners of the Bonds. 

Section 9.02. Limitation on Rights of Owners. The covenants and agreements of the 
City contained in this Resolution and in the Bonds shall be for the equal benefit, protection, and 
security of the Owners of any or all of the Bonds, all of which Bonds shall be of equal rank and 
without preference or priority of one Bond over any other Bond in the application of the funds 
pledged to the payment of the principal of and the interest on the Bonds, or otherwise, except as 
to rate of interest, date of Stated Maturity and right of prior redemption as provided in this 
Resolution. No one or more Owners secured shall have any right in any manner whatever by 
such Owner's or Owners' action to affect, disturb or prejudice the security granted and provided 
for in this Resolution, or to enforce any right hereunder, except in the manner provided herein, 
and all proceedings at law or in equity shall be instituted, had and maintained for the equal 
benefit of all Owners of such Outstanding Bonds. 

Section 9.03. Remedies Cumulative. No remedy conferred upon the Owners is 
intended to be exclusive of any other remedy, but each such remedy shall be cumulative and in 
addition to every other remedy and may be exercised without exhausting and without regard to 
any other remedy conferred. No waiver of any default or breach of duty or contract by the 
Owner of any Bond shall extend to or affect any subsequent default or breach of duty or contract 
or shall impair any rights or remedies thereon. No delay or omission of any Owner to exercise 
any right or power accruing upon any default shall impair any such right or power or shall be 



construed to be a waiver of any such default or acquiescence. Every substantive right and every 
remedy conferred upon the Owners of the Bonds by this Resolution may be enforced and 
exercised from time to time and as often as may be deemed expedient. In case any suit, action or 
proceedings taken by any Owner on account of any default or to enforce any right or exercise 
any remedy shall have been discontinued or abandoned for any reason, or shall have been 
determined adversely to such Owner, then, and in every such case, the City and the Owners of 
the Bonds shall be restored to their former positions and rights hereunder, respectively, and all 
rights, remedies, powers and duties of the Owners shall continue as if no such suit, action or 
other proceedings had been brought or taken. 

ARTICLEX 
AMENDMENTS 

Section 10.01. Amendments. The City may from time to time, without the consent of 
or notice to any of the Owners, provide for amendment to the Bonds or this Resolution, for any 
one or more of the following purposes: 

(a) To cure any ambiguity or formal defect or omission in this Resolution or 
Bonds or to make any other change not prejudicial to the Owners; 

(b) To grant to or confer upon the Owners any additional rights, remedies, 
powers or authority that may lawfully be granted to or conferred upon the Owners; 

(c) To conform this Resolution or Bonds to the Code or future applicable 
federal law concerning tax-exempt obligations; or 

(d) To more precisely identify the Improvements. 

The following modifications or amendments to the Bonds or this Resolution shall require 
the consent of 100% of the Owners of the Bonds: 

(a) The extension of the Stated Maturity of the principal of any of the Bonds, or 
the extension of any Interest Payment Date; 

(b) A reduction in the principal amount of any of the Bonds or the rate of 
interest on the Bonds; or 

( c) A reduction in the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds. 

Amendments or modifications of the Bonds and this Resolution not listed above may be 
made at any time by the City with the written consent of the Owners of not less than 66.66% in 
aggregate principal amount of the Bonds at the time Outstanding. 

Section 10.02. Written Evidence of Amendments. Every amendment or modification 
of a provision of the Bonds or of this Resolution to which the written consent of the Owners is 
given as above provided shall be expressed in a resolution of the City amending or 
supplementing the provisions of this Resolution and shall be deemed to be a part of this 
Resolution. It shall not be necessary to note on any of the Outstanding Bonds any reference to 



such amendment or modification, if any. A certified copy of every such amendatory or 
supplemental resolution, if any, and a certified copy of this Resolution shall always be kept on 
file in the office of the City Clerk and shall be made available for inspection by the Owners of 
any Bond or prospective purchaser or Owners of any Bond authorized by this Resolution, and 
upon payment of the reasonable cost of preparing the same, a certified copy of any such 
amendatory or supplemental resolution or of this Resolution will be sent by the City Clerk to any 
such Owner or prospective Owner. 

ARTICLE XI 
DEFEASANCE 

Section 11.01. Defeasance. When all or any part of the Bonds or scheduled interest 
payments shall have been paid and discharged, then the requirements contained and the pledge of 
the City's faith and credit and all other rights granted herein shall cease and determine. Bonds or 
scheduled interest payments shall be deemed to have been paid and discharged within the 
meaning of this Resolution if there shall have been deposited with the Paying Agent or a bank 
located in the State and having full trust powers, at or prior to the Stated Maturity or Redemption 
Date of the Bonds, in trust for and irrevocably appropriated, moneys and/or United States 
Government Obligations, or other investments allowed by State law which, together with the 
interest to be earned on such United States Government Obligations, will be sufficient for the 
payment of the principal of the Bonds, the redemption premium thereon, if any there be, and/or 
interest accrued to the Stated Maturity or Redemption Date, as the case may be, or if default in 
such payment shall have occurred on such date, then to the date of the tender of such payments; 
provided, however, that if any such Bonds shall be redeemed prior to their Stated Maturity 
(a) the City has elected to redeem such Bonds and (b) either notice of such redemption has been 
given or the City has given irrevocable instructions, or shall have provided an escrow agent to 
give irrevocable instructions to the Paying Agent to give such notice of redemption in 
compliance with Article III of this Resolution. Any moneys and United States Government 
Obligations which at any time shall be deposited with the Paying Agent or such bank by or on 
behalf of the City, for the purpose of paying and discharging any of the Bonds, shall be and are 
assigned, transferred and set over to the Paying Agent or such bank in trust for the respective 
Owners of the Bonds, and such moneys shall be and are irrevocably appropriated to the payment 
and discharge thereof. All moneys and United States Government Obligations deposited with 
the Paying Agent or such bank shall be deemed to be deposited in accordance with and subject to 
all of the provisions contained in this Resolution. 

ARTICLE XII 
TAX COVENANTS 

Section 12.01. General Covenants. 

(a) The City covenants and agrees that: 

(i) it will comply with all applicable provisions of the Code, including 
Sections 103 and 141through150, necessary to maintain the exclusion from gross 
income for federal income tax purposes of the interest on the Bonds; and 



(ii) it will not use or permit the use of any proceeds of the Bonds or any 
other funds of the City, nor take or permit any other action, or fail to take any 
action, if any such action or failure to take action would adversely affect the 
exclusion from gross income of the interest on the Bonds. The City will, in 
addition, adopt such other ordinances or resolutions and take such other actions as 
may be necessary to comply with the Code and with all other applicable future 
laws, regulations, published rulings and judicial decisions, in order to ensure that 
the interest on the Bonds will remain excluded from federal gross income, to the 
extent any such actions can be taken by the City. 

(b) The City covenants and agrees that: 

(i) it will comply with all requirements of Section 148 of the Code to 
the extent applicable to the Bonds; 

(ii) it will use the proceeds of the Bonds as soon as practicable and with 
all reasonable dispatch for the purposes for which the Bonds are issued; and 

(iii) it will not invest or directly or indirectly use or permit the use of any 
proceeds of the Bonds or any other funds of the City in any manner, or take or 
omit to take any action, that would cause the Bonds to be "arbitrage bonds" 
within the meaning of §148(a) of the Code. 

( c) The City covenants and agrees that it will not use any portion of the 
proceeds of the Bonds, including any investment income earned on such proceeds, 
directly or indirectly, in a manner that would cause any Bond to be a "private activity 
bond" within the meaning of §141(a) of the Code. 

( d) Except as otherwise provided herein, the covenants contained in this Section 
shall remain in full force and effect notwithstanding the defeasance of the Bonds pursuant 
to Article XI or any other provision of this Resolution until all Bonds are paid. 

Section 12.02. Rebate Covenants. The City covenants and agrees that it will pay or 
provide for the payment of from time to time all amounts required to be rebated to the 
United States pursuant to Section 148(±) of the Code and any Treasury Regulations applicable to 
the Bonds from time to time. The City specifically covenants to pay or cause to be paid to the 
United States the required amounts of rebatable arbitrage at the times and in the amounts as 
determined by the Letter of Instructions. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in 
this Resolution, the Letter of Instructions may be amended or replaced if, in the opinion of Bond 
Counsel, such amendment or replacement will not adversely affect the exclusion from gross 
income for federal income tax purposes of interest on the Bonds. This covenant shall survive 
payment in full or defeasance of the Bonds. 

ARTICLE XIII 
DISCLOSURE 

Section 13.01. Preliminary Official Statement and Final Official Statement. The 
City ratifies and confirms its prior approval of the form and content of the Preliminary Official 



Statement. The Preliminary Official Statement is "deemed final" by the City except for the 
omission of certain information as provided in the SEC Rule. The City approves the form and 
content of any addenda, supplement, or amendment thereto utilized to prepare the Final Official 
Statement. The Final Official Statement is "deemed final" by the City in accordance with the 
provisions of the SEC Rule. The use of the Final Official Statement in the reoffering of the 
Bonds by the Original Purchaser is approved and authorized. The proper officials of the City are 
authorized to execute and deliver a certificate pertaining to the accuracy and adequacy of the 
information in the Preliminary Official Statement and the Final Official Statement. 

Section 13.02. Continuing Disclosure. The City covenants and agrees to provide 
continuing disclosure as required by the SEC Rule and as set forth in the Continuing Disclosure 
Letter of Instructions attached to the Preliminary Official Statement and made a part hereof by 
reference. 

ARTICLE XIV 
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

Section 14.01. Succession of a Securities Depository. In the event the Securities 
Depository resigns or is no longer qualified to act as a securities depository and registered 
clearing agency under the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, the City may 
appoint a successor Securities Depository provided the City receives written evidence, 
satisfactory to the City, with respect to the ability of the successor Securities Depository to 
discharge its responsibilities. Any such successor Securities Depository shall be a securities 
depository which is a registered clearing agency under the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, 
as amended, or other applicable statute or regulation. The City, upon receipt of a book-entry 
Bond for cancellation shall cause the authorization and delivery of a book-entry Bond to the 
successor Securities Depository in appropriate denominations and form as provided in this 
Resolution. If the City makes the determinations or receives the notice described in Section 2.04 
of this Resolution, the City shall cause the notices described in Section 2.04 to be delivered and 
issue Bonds as described in that Section. 

Section 14.02. Severability. In case any one or more of the prov1s10ns of this 
Resolution or of the Bonds issued hereunder shall for any reason be held to be illegal or invalid, 
such illegality or invalidity shall not affect any other provision of this Resolution, or of the 
Bonds appertaining thereto, but this Resolution and the Bonds shall be construed and enforced as 
if such illegal or invalid provision had not been contained therein. In case any covenant, 
stipulation, obligation or agreement contained in the Bonds or in this Resolution shall for any 
reason be held to be in violation of law, then such covenant, stipulation, obligation or agreement 
shall be deemed to be the covenant, stipulation, obligation or agreement of the City to the full 
extent permitted by law. 

Section 14.03. Further Authority. The Mayor, City Clerk and other officials of the 
City are further authorized and directed to execute any and all documents and take such actions 
as they may deem necessary .or advisable in order to carry out and perform the purposes of this 
Resolution to make alterations, changes or additions in the agreements, statements, instruments 
and other documents herein approved, authorized and confirmed which they may approve and 



the execution or taking of such action shall be conclusive evidence of such necessity or 
advisability. 

Section 14.04. Governing Law. This Resolution and the Bonds shall be governed 
exclusively by and construed in accordance with the applicable laws of the State. 

Section 14.05. Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect and be in full force 
from and after its adoption by the Governing Body of the City.

KNOW ALL PERSONS BY THESE PRESENTS: That the City of Hutchinson, in the 
County of Reno, State of Kansas (the "City"), for value received, acknowledges itself to be 
indebted and promises to pay to the owner identified above or registered assigns (the "Owner"), 
as of the Record Dates as provided herein on the Maturity Date identified above, the Principal 
Amount identified above, and in like manner to pay interest on such Principal Amount at the rate 
of interest per annum set forth above (computed on the basis of a 360-day year of 12 30-day 
months), semiannually on April 1 and October 1 of each year, commencing April 1, 2017 
(the "Interest Payment Dates"), until the Principal Amount is paid from the Dated Date hereof or 
the most recent Interest Payment Date to which interest has been paid. 

The principal or redemption price of this Bond shall be paid at maturity or upon earlier 
redemption to the person in whose name this Bond is registered at the maturity or redemption 
date, upon presentation and surrender of this Bond at the office of the Treasurer of the State of 



Kansas, Topeka, Kansas (the "Paying Agent" and "Bond Registrar"). The interest payable on 
this Bond on any Interest Payment Date shall be paid to the person in whose name this Bond is 
registered on the registration books maintained by the Bond Registrar at the close of business on 
the record date for such interest, which shall be the fifteenth day (whether or not a business day) 
of the calendar month next preceding the Interest Payment Date (the "Record Dates"). Such 
interest shall be payable (a) by check or draft mailed by the Paying Agent to the address of the 
Owner shown on the Bond Register, (b) at such other address as is furnished to the Paying Agent 
in writing by the Owner or ( c) in the case of an interest payment to any Owner that is a securities 
depository, by wire transfer to such Owner upon written notice given to the Paying Agent by 
such Owner, not less than 15 days prior to the Record Date for such interest, containing the wire 
transfer address (which shall be in the continental United States) to which such Owner wishes to 
have such wire directed. The principal or redemption price of and interest on the Bonds shall be 
payable in any coin or currency that, on the respective dates of payment, is legal tender for the 
payment of public and private debts. 

This Bond is one of an authorized series of Bonds of the City designated "General 
Obligation Bonds, Series 2016-B," in an aggregate principal amount of $[4,280,000] 
(the "Bonds") issued for the purposes set forth in the Ordinance of the City authorizing the 
issuance of the Bonds and the Resolution of the City prescribing the form and details of the 
Bonds Gointly, the "Resolution"). The Bonds are issued by the authority of and in full 
compliance with the provisions, restrictions and limitations of the Constitution and laws of the 
State of Kansas, including, but not limited to, Article 12, Section 5, of the Kansas Constitution, 
Charter Ordinance No. 46 of the City, K.S.A. 12-685 et seq., K.S.A. 12-1736 to 12-1739, 
inclusive, all as amended and supplemented, and all other applicable provisions of the laws of 
the State of Kansas. The Bonds constitute general obligations of the City payable as to both 
principal and interest from ad valorem taxes which may be levied without limitation as to rate or 
amount upon all the taxable tangible property, real and personal, within the territorial limits of 
the City. The full faith, credit and resources of the City are pledged for the payment of the 
principal of and interest on this Bond and the issue of which it is a part as the same respectively 
become due. 

Optional Redemption. At the option of the City, Bonds maturing on October 1, 2024, 
and thereafter, may be called for redemption and payment prior to maturity on October 1, 2023, 
or thereafter at any time, in whole or in part (selection of Bonds to be designated by the City in 
such equitable manner as it may determine), at the redemption price of 100% (expressed as a 
percentage of the principal amount), plus accrued interest to the date of redemption. 

[Sinking Fund Redemption. Each of the Bonds maturing on October 1, __ , 
(the "Term Bonds"), shall also be subject to mandatory redemption and payment pursuant to the 
redemption schedule in the Resolution, at the principal amount, plus accrued interest to the date 
fixed for redemption and payment, without premium. The City agrees to redeem the Term 
Bonds in the principal amounts and at the times set forth in the Resolution.] 

Whenever the City is to select Bonds for the purpose of redemption, it shall, in the case 
of Bonds in denominations greater than $5,000, if less than all of the Bonds then outstanding are 
to be called for redemption, treat each $5,000 of face value of each such fully registered Bond as 
though it were a separate Bond in the denomination of $5,000. 



If any Bonds are called for redemption and payment prior to maturity, the City shall 
instruct the Bond Registrar to give written notice of its intention to call and pay such Bonds on a 
specified date, the same being described by maturity, this notice to be mailed by United States 
first-class mail addressed to the Owners of the Bonds, each of these notices to be mailed not less 
than 30 days prior to the date fixed for redemption. All Bonds so called for redemption and 
payment as described above shall cease to bear interest from and after the date for which such 
call is made, provided funds are available for the payment of such Bonds at the price specified. 

The Bonds are issued in fully registered form in the denomination of $5,000 or any 
integral multiple thereof. This Bond may be transferred or exchanged, as provided in the 
Resolution, only on the Bond Register kept for that purpose at the principal office of the Bond 
Registrar, upon surrender of this Bond together with a written instrument of transfer or 
authorization for exchange satisfactory to the Bond Registrar executed by the Owner or the 
Owner's authorized agent, and thereupon a new Bond or Bonds in any authorized denomination 
of the same maturity and in the same aggregate principal amount shall be issued to the transferee 
in exchange therefor as provided in the Resolution and upon payment of the charges prescribed 
therein. The City, the Paying Agent and the Bond Registrar may deem and treat the person in 
whose name this Bond is registered on the Bond Register as the absolute owner for the purpose 
of receiving payment of, or on account of, the principal or redemption price and interest due and 
for all other purposes, and the City, the Paying Agent and the Bond Registrar shall not be 
affected by any notice to the contrary. The City shall pay all costs incurred in connection with 
the issuance, payment and initial registration of the Bonds and the cost of a reasonable supply of 
bond blanks.

Donation of "Gathering of the Magnificent" by Bob, Ann and Jack Bush 

On December 1, 2015, the City Council adopted revised Donated Public Art Guidelines (Policy #13), which sets 
out procedures for the receipt and consideration of proposed donated art by the City of Hutchinson. Generally, 
the City Council will forward the donation proposal to the City staff for legal and technical review. Artworks 
proposed for city parks or open space under direction of the Parks/Facilities Director require his/her approval. 
The proposal is then forwarded to the Public Art Design Council for arts content review, which includes several 
considerations. The Design Council then makes a recommendation to the City Council. It is the responsibility of 
the donor to provide sufficient detail to allow for thorough review and evaluation under listed criteria. 

City Beverage, owned by the Bush family, served as a site sponsor for the first three years of the SculptureWalk 
program. The bronze sculpture entitled "Butterfly Girl" by Gregory Johnson was a part of the exhibit in 2013, 
and was purchased by the Bush family through the SculptureWalk program. Bob, Ann and Jack Bush donated 
"Butterfly Girl" to the City of Hutchinson. The first sculpture was stolen from Rivers Banks Orchard Park last 
year, but was not recovered by police. Insurance proceeds paid for the casting of a second sculpture of Butterfly 
Girl, which will be installed at the Hutchinson Zoo later this year. 

Bob, Ann and Jack Bush wish to donate another bronze sculpture entitled "Gathering of the Magnificent" by the 
same sculptor, Gregory Johnson. This piece was in the 2014 SculptureWalk exhibit. Bob Bush requests that the 
piece be placed at the front entrance to City Hall once exterior renovations are completed. The completed 
donation form is attached. We have received the Certificate of Authenticity and other supplemental information 
from the artist. 

The City has been in possession of the sculpture since it came off exhibit. In anticipation of this donation for 
over a year, the City Manager and Parks/Facilities Director made certain that architectural and landscape design 
drawings provided for the inclusion of this sculpture within the scope of work for the exterior renovation of City 
Hall. Further, the Design Council has conducted an arts content review under the Donated Art Guidelines.
