CITY COUNCIL MEETING 

COUNCIL CHAMBERS – HUTCHINSON, KANSAS 
DECEMBER 4, 2018 

9:00 a.m. 

1. The Governing Body of the City of Hutchinson, Kansas met in regular
session at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, December 4, 2018 in the City Council Chambers with 
Mayor Dechant presiding.  Councilmembers Daveline, Piros de Carvalho, Soldner, and 
Inskeep were present. 

2. The Pledge of Allegiance to the flag was recited.

3. The prayer was given by Pastor Kim Biery of Trinity United Methodist
Church. 

4. Petitions, Remonstrances and Communications

a. Ryan VanZant and Zoe Schumm of the Hutchinson Zoo, spoke about
the Night Before Christmas event at the Hutchinson Zoo.  Mr. VanZant said this is 
the third year for the event.  He said they started with 15,000 lights; and this year 
they have over 50,000 lights.  He said there will be train rides, hot chocolate, 
cookies, etc.; and Santa will be there in his workshop.  Mr. VanZant also said there 
is a 20 foot tall community Christmas tree that has been placed in front of the Zoo.  
Zoe Schumm said the tree will be lit on Friday, December 7 at 6:00 p.m.  She 
invited the Mayor to come out to officially light the tree.  Mayor Dechant said he 
will be there.  Ms. Schumm said there will be a food truck, music, etc. 

b. Oral communications from the audience.  (Please limit your remarks
to five (5) minutes and to items NOT on the agenda.) 

Curtis Sanders said he is a lifelong resident of Hutchinson; and loves 
living here.  He said we have the perfect place to build a hydrogen 
energy plant just south of the Siemens facility.  He said there would 
be a lot of financial, social and economic pluses for the City, stating 
that Superior Boilers could build the boilers, Barton could build 
containers for the hydrogen generators; and Siemens could supply 
the generators as they make hydrogen turbines.  He talked further 
about the plant, as well as the benefits it would bring to the City.  Mr. 
Sanders said the Department of Energy is pushing renewable, clean 
energy; and there are grants available.  He spoke about storage of 
the liquid hydrogen, emissions, funding a feasibility study, etc. 
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5. Consent Agenda 

 
a. Approval of Minutes of the November 20, 2018 City Council meeting. 
b. Approval of street closing request for Hyde Park Christmas 

Luminaria. 
c. Approval of License Agreement for Hutchinson Art Center sculpture. 
d. Approval of appropriation ordinance in the amount of $844,868.83. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Daveline, second by Councilmember Soldner, to 
approve the Consent Agenda; and authorize the Mayor to sign.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 

 
 Mayor Dechant said he would like to move Item 8.a. from its original position on 
the agenda. 

 
8.a. Consider Development Agreement with eNGines LPG.  John 

Deardoff, City Manager, spoke.  He said this is a great opportunity to use an old 
building; and the company will assemble, distribute, sell and support their products 
from this facility.  He also talked about the incentives the City will provide; and said 
the City is matching what the County is providing. 
 
 Abby Stockebrand of the Chamber of Commerce said the owner could not 
be here as he is transitioning his family and business here.  She said this project 
began in March 2018; and the company will be a great addition to the community.  
She said the Department of Commerce was the initial lead in this; and Weigand 
Realty worked with Mary Jane Boyd in obtaining the building.  Ms. Stockebrand 
said this is a start-up company that is growing; and the starting wage will be about 
$16.00/hour.  She said they want to begin hiring immediately; and the company is 
hoping to be operational by April.  Councilmember Daveline said this is a terrific 
project; and is glad to be able to repurpose the building.  Discussion ensued 
regarding incentives, annual reports, etc. 
 

 Motion by Councilmember Daveline, second by Councilmember Piros de 
Carvalho, to approve the Development Agreement with eNGines LPG; and authorize the 
Mayor to sign.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
Councilmember Piros de Carvalho said we heard from Mr. Sanders earlier 

in the meeting; and said any idea about generating jobs is worth exploring.  She 
said he has put a tremendous amount of work into this idea; and told Ms. 
Stockebrand it would make sense for the Chamber to sit down with him to discuss 
this idea.  Discussion ensued. 
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6. Public Hearing 

 
a. Consider appeal of Landmarks Commission decision regarding 

property at 726 East Avenue A. 
 

 Motion by Councilmember Soldner, second by Councilmember Inskeep to open 
the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
Aaron Barlow, Associate Planner, spoke about the property; and showed 

photos of the structure.  He said the owners of the property had gotten a quote for 
repairing the property, but it was over $103,000.00 just to make it livable.  Mr. 
Barlow said the property is valued at $47,000.00 on the county website; and finding 
financing would be very unlikely.  Discussion ensued regarding the 
recommendation of the Landmarks Commission, how to avoid this problem in the 
future, asbestos abatement, etc. 

 
Ashley Penner said she and her husband own the property saying it has 

gone through several owners; and has been an eyesore for quite some time.  She 
said they would like to fence the property; and expand their yard.  Additional 
discussion ensued. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Inskeep, second by Councilmember Piros de Carvalho, 
to close the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 

Mayor Dechant said it’s a shame to lose a house in the historic district, but 
said he supports the demolition as the home is beyond repair.  Councilmember 
Piros de Carvalho said she agrees, but said there will continue to be deterioration 
in that area as it is a financial hardship to bring homes up to historical standards.  
Discussion ensued. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Soldner, second by Councilmember Inskeep, to grant 
the Appeal of the Landmarks Commission determination and authorize the issuance of a 
Demolition Permit for 726 East Avenue A based upon a finding that there is no feasible 
and prudent alternative to the project.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
 7. Ordinances and Resolutions 
 

a. Consider Resolution for adoption of City flag.  Paul Brown, City 
Attorney, spoke. 

 
Jackson Swearer, 103 West 22nd, spoke on behalf of the steering 

committee.  He said this came about from a group of individuals that shared a 
vision; and who take pride in their community.  Mr. Swearer said they were inspired 
by the success of Wichita’s flag; and applied for and received a grant from the 

aaron.barlow
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Community Foundation.  He said they held community conversations to see what 
people wanted to see; and sponsored a design contest with over 50 designs being 
submitted. 

 
Mayor Dechant said he raised an issue several weeks ago that he would 

like to address again.  He said he did not agree with the decision to present to the 
council one flag and one flag only, versus the opportunity to look at several 
designs.  Mr. Swearer said at the beginning of the process the committee 
deliberated about how to proceed; and said one of the options was to have the 
council decide.  He said based on what other cities had done, they went with the 
process they did.  He said it was a deliberate choice to gather input from the public 
and invite anyone to submit a design, but to leave the flag selection to a special 
committee of people that were uniquely qualified.  Discussion ensued. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Piros de Carvalho, second by Councilmember Inskeep, 
to approve Resolution 2018 R 18 establishing and adopting an official flag for the City of 
Hutchinson, Kansas; and authorizing the Mayor to sign.  The motion passed unanimously. 
 

Charles Johnston, on behalf of Stage 9 and the Community Foundation, 
presented three flags to be flown in the City. 
 

b. Consider Ordinance annexing multi-jurisdictional right of ways.  Paul 
Brown, City Attorney, spoke.  He said this item was on the agenda before, but 
several of the projects had not been completed.  Mr. Brown said Brian Clennan, 
Public Works Director, have confirmed those projects are now complete; and we 
are required by statute to annex. 

 
Mayor Dechant asked Mr. Clennan about the life expectancy of the road 

surfaces.  Mr. Clennan said it should be between 10 to 15 years, as there was a 
two inch asphalt overlay done.  Discussion ensued. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Inskeep, second by Councilmember Soldner, to 
approve Ordinance 2018 - 30 including, incorporating and certifying certain land within 
the limits and boundaries of the City of Hutchinson, Kansas (Multi-Jurisdictional right of 
ways including portions of Hendricks, 43rd Avenue, 30th Avenue, Halstead Street, Avenue 
G and Lorraine Street); and authorize the Mayor to sign.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 

 
Discussion ensued regarding extraterritorial jurisdiction, area of influence, 

etc. 
 
 8. New Business 
 

b. Consider Agreement with Sunflower Ag Enterprises.  Brian Clennan, 
Director of Public Works, spoke.  He said the City produces 4.6 million gallons of 
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wastewater every day; and 8,200 cubic yards of biosolids are land applied to city 
and privately owned farm ground.  He said the City has contracted with Sunflower 
Ag for eight years; and our current contract expires at end of this year.  Mr. Clennan 
said the City wants to negotiate another five year contract with them which would 
run from 2020 to 2024, but in the meantime,  we need to cover 2019.  Discussion 
ensued. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Daveline, second by Councilmember Inskeep, to 
approve an Agreement with Sunflower Ag Enterprises, LC for services related to the 
removal, transportation, land application and agronomic management of dewatered 
municipal biosolids; and authorize the Mayor to sign.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
c. Consider 2019 Memorandum of Understanding with the International 

Association of Firefighters.  Paul Brown, City Attorney, spoke.  Discussion ensued. 
 
 Motion by Councilmember Piros de Carvalho, second by Councilmember 
Daveline, to approve the 2019 Memorandum of Understanding with the International 
Association of Firefighters, Local 179; and authorize the Mayor to sign.  Mayor Dechant 
said he appreciates fire managements involvement in coming to this agreement, but is 
disappointed in how long it has taken.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 
d. Consider 2019 Memorandum of Understanding with the Service 

Employees International Union, SEIU Local 513/Hutchinson/Reno County 
Emergency Communication Employees(Dispatch).  Paul Brown, City Attorney, 
spoke. 

 
 Motion by Councilmember Piros de Carvalho, second by Councilmember Inskeep, 
to approve 2019 Memorandum of Understanding with the Service Employees 
International Union, SEIU Local 513/Hutchinson/Reno County Emergency 
Communication Employees; and authorize the Mayor to sign.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 

 
Mr. Brown said the Fraternal Order of Police has approved their contract; 

and council will see that on the next agenda. 
 
9. Report of City Officials 

 
a. Council 
 

• Councilmember Soldner had no comments. 
 

• Councilmember Daveline asked for an update on the status of 
renovations to the Law Enforcement Center.  Chief Hooper said 
there is a meeting today with Landmark to discuss the project.  
Councilmember Daveline asked if there is a let date.  Mr. Deardoff 
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said it will be in 2019, but wanted to make sure that new 
leadership has input. 
 

• Councilmember Inskeep encouraged people to get the newly 
adopted flag. 
 

• Councilmember Piros de Carvalho encouraged everyone to 
attend the free Christmas events that are available. 
 

• Mayor Dechant had no comments. 
 
b. City Manager 
 

Mr. Deardoff said Lila Fritschen, the City’s former Human Relations 
Director, passed away Thanksgiving Day.  He said he talked to her 
daughter yesterday; and said a memorial service will be held in 
Texas, with Ms. Fritschen being buried in Dorrance with her 
husband. 
 
Mr. Deardoff said the City received a FEMA reimbursement of 
$452,000.00 for the 2017 wildfires for labor, equipment, etc.  He said 
most of that was attributed to fire, but there were public works costs 
as well.  He said on November 20, 2018, the City received notice 
there was a miscalculation by the Kansas Division of Emergency 
Management; and the notice stated the City would need to repay 
$146,350.00.  Mr. Deardoff said the City is not out any money, but 
we have to give back something that was given to us due to a 
miscalculation.  Discussion ensued. 
 
The City Manager said sales tax receipts from November are 1.5% 
over last year’s numbers, but we are still $120,000.00 shy of our 
projection for revenue this year.

 Motion by Councilmember Daveline, second by Councilmember Piros de
