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Where sidewalk is shown to be constructed back of an entrance, it shall be 6" thick.
see Standard Detail No. 1, "Street and Alley Pavement Details”.

For details

*6" concrete shall be used for 4' of the ramp beginning at the back—of—curb line and extending
up the ramp. The additional 2" thickness of concrete shall be considered subsidiary to the ramp.

PAYMENT:

Concrete sidewalks and steps will be paid for as provided in Section 9A of the Technical
Specifications. A payment will be made in addition to the sidewalk area payment for each Type |,
Type 2, Type 3 or Type 4 ramp. This amount will be full compensation for removal and disposal,
if necessary, of existing curb and gutter, grading, labor, tools, equipment, and incidentals
necessary to complete the ramp.

DETECTABLE WARNINGS

a. General. The contractor shall supply all materials, labor, equipment, tools, supplies and
incidentals necessary to complete the work in accordance with the following specifications.
When Detectable Warnings are used at curb ramps, all grooving will be replaced with a
medium to coarse broom finish.

b. Materials. The contractor shall use
(4) Size. Detectable waming surfaces shall extend 24 inches (610 mm) minimum in the
direction of travel.

(5) Location. At rail crossings the detectable warning surface shall be located so that the
edge nearest the rall crossing is 6 inches minimum and 8 inches maximum from the vehicle
dynamic envelope (defined as 3 feet from the centerline of the nearest rail).

(1) Measurement will be by the square foot of detectable warning surfaces actudlly installed
in accordance with the plans.

(2) Payment will be by the unit price bid per square foot.
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
